REGULAR MEETING

April 4, 2007

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Atterbury called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to approve the agenda with the deletion of 7A – Approval of meeting minutes and 11B – Report on financing equipment.  Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Pete Weidman – Ayres & Associates

Mr. Weidman provided the Council members with an introduction to his engineering firm and some of the services they can provide.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Deputy Frehse reported that there were 54 calls in Sandstone for the month of March, primarily related to suspicious activity, animal complaints, and thefts from vehicles.

Johnson mentioned the pothole at the end of the alley that passes behind the bank, post office and the Free Church.  She questioned whether the direction of the one-way alley could be reversed temporarily until repairs could be made.  Griffith responded that traffic entering the bank drive-through would interfere with alley traffic if the direction were to be reversed. The storm sewer that has collapsed in that location will be repaired this spring as the weather conditions allow. 

PUBLIC HEARINGS

There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to accept the consent agenda as follows:  Approve appointment of Brad Yaste as Brush Pile Monitor for 2007, Authorize Administrator to advertise for Public Works summer helper, Approve PHASE agreement for cemetery mowing.  Motion carried 4-0.

A/P CLERK’S REPORT

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve and pay claims in the amount of $ 26,488.34.  Motion carried 4-0.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Capital Projects

The Council again reviewed the proposed 2007 Capital projects.

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to authorize Staff to advertise for bids for the proposed 2007 Class V projects.  Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS

Authorize Golf Course hires

The Personnel Committee and the Golf Course Manager have reviewed applications and undertaken interviews for summer positions.  

Motion Johnson, second Stadin to approve the following recommended hires for the Golf Course subject to pre-employment physical (including drug testing) and for beginning dates to be determined by weather and Golf Course Manager:

Clubhouse attendant – Barb Bowen ($8.00), Bonnie Fyle ($7.75), Karen Herman ($7.75), Amanda Knopik ($7.50), and Steven Linn ($7.50)

Groundskeeper – Del Taft ($8.00), Marvin Vork ($7.75), Dean Rollie ($7.50)

Motion carried 4-0.

Fire Department fees

The Fire Department, Fire Formula members and City Staff have discussed the costs of operating the Fire Department and the reimbursements received.  They are recommending changes to the fee schedule to bring the revenues more in line with the expenditures.  The proposed changes do not affect the participating townships.  The Council reviewed the proposed changes and Griffith clarified that charges are made when the truck leaves the building, with the exception of the first false alarm.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve recommended amendments to Resolution 2007-02, changes to fire call fees, effective May 1, 2007.  Motion carried 4-0.

Sewer Jetter agreement

The Council reviewed the proposed agreement between the cities of Sandstone and Hinckley regarding the purchase, operation, storage and maintenance of the jointly owned sewer jetter.  

Motion Stadin, second Johnson to approve the sewer jetter agreement with the City of Hinckley and to authorize the Mayor and Administrator to sign the agreement.  Motion carried 4-0.

Special permit – Stafne Construction

Gary Stafne, Stafne Construction, has requested a special permit which would lift springtime road restrictions on Military Road from Creekside Lane (his driveway) to Highway 123 to enable him to move some of his heavy equipment on trailers to another location from which he operates. Griffith pointed out that the limits are in place from March through May 15th and that school buses and garbage trucks operate on the roads during that time period.  Atterbury wondered if there was a way in which the City could assess the road for damage.  

Motion Atterbury, second Johnson to approve the Stafne request for a permit for suspended road restrictions subject to a 24-hour notice.  Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to accept reports as follows:  Summary of paid claims.  Motion carried 4-0.
