CALL TO ORDER

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OF CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Gafkjen, second Johnson to approve agenda with addition of items 12D and 13E. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Minnesota Street Project

The Council authorized going out for bids on this project. The bids were opened on August 15 with the City receiving one bid. The bid is 16% over engineers estimate. SEH recommends awarding bid to Bauerly Brothers, Inc. 

There was a general discussion about whether or not to rebid the project.   

Motion Edmond, second Bonander to accept the bid from Bauerly Brothers with alternate 1.  Motion carried 4-1.

There was also some discussion about the claim by two owners along Minnesota Street of adverse possession.  A compromise would be a donation agreement from the property owners to the City.

Motion Gafkjen, second Atterbury to proceed with getting donation agreements with property owners. Motion carried 5-0. 

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS 

Resident Judy Britton was upset about the closed session at the last meeting about a certain council member. Council repeated that it feels the matter is closed.

Laura Gustafson asked that the Quarry Days pageant come back under City control after the events of this Quarry Days.  Council agreed to consider the request.

Resident Lois Newey mentioned the problem with the electrical at Quarry Days which closed down the children’s tents for a time.  Council directed MN Power help City identify which lines are which. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to approve Aug 2 minutes. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to accept consent agenda as follows; request for Community Service Project; Appoint Martha Diggan election judge for primary and general election. Motion carried 5-0. 

FINANCE OFFICERS REPORT

Motion Gafkjen, second Edmond to approve and pay claims in the amount of $69,607.54 and accept monthly financial report. Motion carried 5-0. 

Motion Gafkjen, second Edmond to accept the monthly financial report.   Motion carried 5-0.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Preliminary 2007 Budget

Staff asked if the understanding of the Council was a Public Hearing or a Workshop on the budget.  The consensus is that it will be a workshop starting at 6:30 pm.

Reconsider Resolution 2006-17 

The Planning Commission had recommended changes to the Comprehensive Plan which the City Council sent back to them for further review.  The issue in disagreement related to creating an Eco-Industrial Park.  It was felt that this was too restrictive in nature and while a good idea was not appropriate for the development of the airport property.  The Planning Commission discussed the language relating to the industrial park for a second time and made new recommendations. 

Motion Atterbury, second Johnson to approve resolution 2006 – 17 amending the Sandstone Comprehensive Plan. Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS

Consider Ordinance 2006 – 04

Council has been studying how to pay for installing infrastructure into areas of the community not currently served. One method was to establish trunk area utility fees.  

SEH has done a study and issued a report. The process for establishing the fees is to enact a new ordinance. 

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to adopt Ordinance 2006 – 04 establishing Trunk Area Utility Fees and directing staff and city attorney to publish and codify the ordinance. Motion carried 5-0. 

Consider Resolution 2006 – 27 

The City has established trunk area utility fees for areas of the town which will soon develop. A Public Improvement Revolving Fund (PIRF) is a fund which would be used to finance public improvements. The proposal is to establish this fund and then deposit the proceeds of all trunk area utility fees into this account. The money in PIRF can go to making debt service payments and/or can be used to finance future improvements. 

Motion Atterbury, second Johnson to approve Resolution 2006 – 27 establishing a Pulbic Improvement Revolving Fund. Motion carried 5-0.

Consideration and approval of Final Plat for Thorvigs Addition

Gene Lalonde of Snake River Land Planning presented the Final Plat for Thorvigs Addition. He reviewed all of the changes since the Preliminary Plat.

Motion Gafkjen, second Edmond to set special meeting for Aug 24 at 6:30 pm for consideration of the final plat for Thorvigs Addition. Motion carried 5-0. 


Public Works Hire

The City hired Lawrence Klingsheim as temporary Public Works helper. Mr. Klingsheim has decided to pursue other ventures and the city would like to hire someone quickly and asks that the Council allow Personnel Committee to interview and select someone to start work before formal council approval. 

Motion Gafkjen, second Bonander to permit staff to advertise the open position and to hire another temporary summer worker for Public Works for the remainder of the season. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to accept reports as follows: Paid Claims; Teen Council minutes; PeopleService operations report; Planning Commission minutes. Motion carried 5-0.
