Project Review 

Robinson Park

Griffith reported that the bathroom renovation project is completed except for the installation of toilet paper hangers.  

The contract for the handicap parking space at the bathroom has been awarded and work should be completed shortly.

FCI Community Service crew will be there on Friday the 16th.

Angle Park 

The skate park is up and running with what seems to be a lot of use.   

BNSF called with extreme concern about kids near the tracks and threatened to pull the City’s lease.  The City had been planning on a fence but did install a temporary fence the day of the call and has had a fence contractor in for a quote.

Final wording for the sign with the rules is almost complete.  That will be ordered and installed yet this fall.

Motion Dybvig, second White to state that the Park & Recreation recommends that the City acquire the Angle Park property from BNSF.  Motion approved 4-0.

Rec Area

The contract for putting down ag lime on the softball infield is signed and work should be completed yet this fall.

Playground – Johnson Park

Barsness reported that the final step of installing rivets through posts is almost complete.

Benches

The Commission reviewed and recommended locations for benches.  The Commission envisions selling advertising or memorial space on each bench as a fundraiser.

Johnson Park – two benches

Angle Park – one bench

Robinson Park – three by river (one replacing an existing bench)

· two by climbing area

Rec Area – two behind backstop

Community Flower Garden – one bench

Downtown – one bench

Motion Dybvig, second Colsrud to request City to approve a request for an FCI Community Service project of the construction of twelve benches.  Motion approved 4-0.

Skating Rink

Murphy has raised funds for a new electric furnace and has priced one out. City may have to pay for an electrician to install. 

He is also getting quotes for the painting of the boards and the warming house.
