Technical assistance contract

Randy Lasky, Northspan, has presented the EDA with a proposed contract for providing technical assistance to the EDA on an as-needed basis.

Johnson questioned what he had done for the City in the past and Griffith responded that Lasky was responsible for planning for the Economic Development Plan for instigating the Interchange project and for writing the application for the Redevelopment Grant.  Stadin asked for clarification; in the proposal, Lasky uses the term “retainer.”  Griffith explained that Lasky’s services would be a pay-as-you-go arrangement.  Bonander pointed out that Lasky was familiar with Sandstone’s issues and needs and that the EDA needs the services of a professional at times.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the retainer agreement with Northspan for technical assistance.  Motion carried 3-1.
