Chair Barsness called the meeting to order at 7:09 am

Motion Dybvig, second Franklin to approve the agenda. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Dybvig, second White to approve the minutes. Motion carried 5-0.

Continuing Business

Robinson Park – Ice Farming Proposal

The Climbing Advisory Group has presented a written proposal for the development of an ice farming system and a way to pay the costs. 

Member White shared emails she had sent to the City and to Jeff Engle regarding questions she had.  There was general discussion about insurance issues.  She felt that the responses she received helped answer her questions.  There was information about how much farming would be done and how the piping system would be laid out.  Griffith explained that the City responsibility would be to connect to the city main and extend a service line to a yard hydrant.  He did not have a n estimate as costs would be determined by where the connection would be made and how far the service line would extend.

By consensus the Commission agreed that they were only discussing and considering a recommendation about ice farming and not some of the additional proposals submitted such as parking at the top.

Motion Dybvig, second Colsrud to recommend the City purse developing plans and a cost estimate to install the water infrastructure necessary to create ice farming capacity at Robinson Park with funds to come from the Capital Projects Fund and subject to knowing the final total cost to the City.   Motion approved 5-0.

Park Benches

Staff requested the Commission to determine the final location for each park bench so that plans can proceed to install them.   The Commission members agreed they would determine precise locations for each bench so that utility locates could be done. They will present this information to staff.

Community Service project

Staff asked the Commission to consider a recommendation that the Park & Recreation Commission request an FCI Community Service crew to install the park benches.

Motion by Dybvig, second White to recommend that the City request a Community Service project for a crew to install the park benches.  Motion approved 5-0.

Woodland Preserve

The grant application was submitted and the City should now in mid-May if it has made the initial cut and if it will be asked to make a presentation to the LCCMR board.

Griffith reminded them of his email with talking points and the phone and email information about each LCCMR ember.  He asked each member, if they were comfortable to contact several LCCMR members about our project.

Adjournment
