CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Atterbury called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLIGIANCE 

Staff and members present recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 
SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Proposed 2006 Fire Formula


Griffith reviewed the proposed 2006 fire formula.  Items that created changes include FEMA grant for the compressor; purchase of second pumper from Mora; continuation of depreciation surcharge; and change in building cost sharing which was the valuation changes every fifth year.

Staff also reviewed a memo which listed recommended hour changes to the formula.

Staff also stated that water utility charges had not yet been added to Operating Costs.

Staff pointed out to everyone that this is last year for the depreciation surcharge. 

Jerry Volk, Finlayson Township asked Council to consider changing how formula handles calls to East Central Schools.  He recommended that the School District be charged for 100% of the Fire Department actual costs for responding.  The hours should only not apply against Finlayson Township but should also not apply against the formula at all.  

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to direct staff to consult with attorneys on ability to charge all actual costs to East Central Schools and to further have staff determine what are actual costs for responding to an actual incident.   Motion approved 4-1.

Motion Atterbury, second Johnson to direct staff to do same in regards to the FCI as to East Central Schools.  Motion approved 5-0.

Discussion then returned to how handle the 12 hours charged to Finlayson Township for the call to East Central.  Fire Chief Spartz stated that the call was an assist to a request from Sheriff’s Department for security during a lockdown at the school.

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to reduce Finlayson Township hours by 12.0 and assign those hours to Mutual Aid.  Further that for April 15 call reduce DNR hours 4.5 and increase Mutual Aid by 4.5 hours; Add 3.5 hours to Auto for June 28 Sullivan fire; to change 2.0 hours Auto for January 12 to ambulance assist; to add 2.0 hours to Auto for January 19 call and to reduce Sandstone Township hours by 12.0 for October 24 gas line purge and add those 12.0 hours to Mutual Aid.  Motion approved 5-0.

There was a general discussion about other services for which Fire & Rescue may be able to charge the county or property owner.

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to direct staff and Fire Chief to review fees and services which are charged and make recommendations for new or increased fees and for additional services for which the Department could charge.  Motion carried 5-0.

Dell Grove Township explained how they charged Audubon for services.

Dell Grove Township requested that the Township chairman be mailed all fire call information.

Sandstone Township had several general questions about some operating expenses.

All the townships requested that next year the City send out the full fire call list to all members.
