OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Zoning Ordinance Amendments and Changes

Business Service District

There was a review of the architectural and landscape standards.  The Commission felt comfortable with the language.  They understand that the zoning map may have to change but that would be a separate action.

Motion L. Gafkjen, second T. Gafkjen to recommend City Council approve amendments to the Business Service Zoning District. Motion carried 3-0

Interchange District

There was a review of landscape and architectural standards.  They feel comfortable with the permitted and conditional uses. They understand that this would just create the district and that only by changing the zoning map will the district come into being.

Motion L. Gafkjen, second T. Gafkjen to recommend City Council approve creation of and uses for commercial Interchange District. Motion carried 3-0.

Hospital District

The City would want to rezone 25-40 acres for the hospital campus. All permitted uses will be for medically related purposes.  Conditional uses will be commercial and retail uses identified in the development plan which relate to medical services (florist, café, etc).

Commission would like to see the other non-hospital buildings developed in planned unit development style plan and directed staff to prepare some language for their review.

Industrial District

Members reviewed uses and design standards.  They changed recreational facilities to include and define indoor and outdoor type facilities and activities.

They determined that at this time all uses will continue to be conditional uses, 

They will review again at the February meeting.

Consider setting public hearing

Planning Commission determined that they did not wish to hold another Public Hearing on the Zoning Ordinance amendments and changes.

Project updates

Staff gave brief update of Food Center progress and stated that the used clothing store is scheduled to open Monday the 15th.

New Business

Free Church project

Phil Kester and Gary Koland were present to update the Commission on the plans the Church has for their property.  They were advised to bring their revised site plan ot the Commission in February for review and comment before proceeding with any subdivision work.
