KREEC

Staff reported that he had not yet finalized a contract with Ms Danielson for planning and design work that the Commission could review.  Staff will pass along a draft contract when finalized.

Skateboard Park

There was a booth at Quarry Days with information about the skate park.  Staff had not yet received any report on what was accomplished.  

Robinson Park

Staff reminded the Commission about placing a sign in the park in regards to climbing.  The language is not agreed upon but Commission member Barness suggested that he and Jeff Engel and staff meet to finalize wording so that a sign can be in place this year.  A second sign needs to be developed to locate for climbers areas for climbing and areas to avoid. 

Rec Area

Staff told Commission that the Free Church is considering the development of two softball fields on their property yet this year.  They may turn the fields over to the City.   Still need someone to do some design work for the Rec area.

Community Service Projects 

 Staff asked for any ideas for using inmates in community service projects.  There is a project planned for Robinson Park this fall. One suggestions was the construction of benches to be placed around town.   Cemetery improvements would be another suggestion.  

Tree Board

Staff told Board that Craig Thorvig will be moving some pine trees as part of his site preparation work. He has offered to provide the trees to the City for the approximate cost of $200 each.    Members were asked to suggest locations.  The first suggestion was to create a buffer along skate board park and the rail road tracks. They felt it was not appropriate for Johnson Park as the park is small and there is a need for a shade tree.  Other suggestions included buffering the city’s brush pile and some around the Fire Hall.  

Staff stated that he will accept further suggestions until Wednesday.

Board by consensus decided not to appropriate any Tree Board funds for the project.
