PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

All present recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA
Motion T Gafkjen, second R Frederickson to approve agenda.  Motion approved 4-0.

MINUTES

Motion L Gafkjen, second Riley to approve minutes.  Motion passed 4-0.

UPDATES

Meadow Woods Final Plat has been approved.  The Free Church will not sign a Development Agreement until the status of the Hospital project is determined.

The Hospital project is working on a marketing study.  The new CEO has a vision that the facility should serve the whole interstate corridor and that Pine Medical should aggressively pursue market share south of Hinckley.  How this will impact the timing of a new facility si unknown at this time.

The NLX passenger rail programmatic environmental impact study (PEIS) should be completed by May.   The Community Station group met Tuesday and requested a meeting with the environmental consultants to learn any impacts the information gathered will have on the next level of station planning.  Staff is assuming a decision on station location will begin once the PEIS is completed. 

The City contracted with a consultant to take the space needs of the History Center, the library and City Hall and see if they can effectively fit into the main floor imprint.  This will answer the question if there is any reasonable expectation that a redevelopment of the building is possible.  If the fit doesn’t work, the EDA will proceed with taking the building down.  If it does fit the EDA will have to decide if will spend funds to find out three costs, the costs to demolish the building, the costs to building the same public space at a new location and the costs to renovate the building for public space.  Those numbers will then be used to determine if the community through a referendum wants to proceed with the renovation of the building.

Staff reported that the Council authorized him to put together all of the engineering and feasibility work that has been done to date on the airport property and also to see what kind of deal can be developed with Dan Hennum and his property.

Staff has had discussions with Hennum and a preliminary outline of a deal is being analyzed.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS

Transit Oriented Development Planning

Discussion will be deferred until feedback is received from the Hay Dobbs consulting study on station location.

NEW BUSINESS

Interim Uses

Staff pointed out that the Commission is under no deadline to make any additional changes to the zoning ordinance.  He had put in the packet, the information about each zoning district and the permitted and conditional uses in each.

The Commission decided that they would look a several districts at each meeting.

Large Lot Rural has few permitted uses and limited conditional uses almost all of which are public and/or recreational in nature.

Initial thoughts are that no changes may be necessary.

Single Family Residential allows housing uses.  Home occupations were identified as one area where defining them as an interim use would keep the City informed as to what is going on without requiring a lot of paperwork.   The conditional uses include hospitals and related medical facilities and educational facilities. The Commission will consider their appropriateness after the hospital builds its new facility so that it can exert some influence over any reuse of the vacated buildings.

Staff was directed to research home occupations.
