APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Andrews, second Atterbury to approve regular meeting minutes for March 18 and April 15.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & NEW BUSINESS

Accept Kester statement on conflict of interest

Kester recused himself from the discussion and the vote.

The EDA has an option to purchase some property from Phillip and Lucille Kester. This agreement was made prior to his election to City Council. Kester has offered the required statement regarding the conflict of interest on the sale of this property. 

Motion Stadin, second Atterbury to accept Kester’s statement on conflict of interest. Motion carried 4-0. 1 abstention. 

Approve Hospital Land purchase agreements

The City has option agreements for three parcels in an effort to acquire land for the Hospital Project which are now coming due.  

Kester recused himself from the discussion and vote.

Motion Atterbury, second Andrews to approve the purchase agreement with the Kesters and to authorize EDA Chair and the Executive Director to complete and sign all paperwork necessary to complete the sale. Motion carried 4-0. 1 abstention. 

Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to approve the purchase agreement with Rudolph and Jacqueline Andersen and to authorize EDA Chair and the Executive Director to complete and sign all paperwork necessary to complete the sale. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to approve the purchase agreement with the Wallin Trust and to authorize EDA Chair and the Executive Director to complete and sign all paperwork necessary to complete the sale. Motion carried 5-0. 

Approve inter-fund loan policy

Earlier in the evening the City adopted an inter-fund loan policy to set forth how it plans to conduct internal loans. The EDA’s policy is the same.

Motion Atterbury, second Kester to adopt the Inter-Fund Loan Policy to set policy for any internal loans. Motion carried 5-0.

Approve update of Business Subsidy Policy by attorneys

The EDA adopted a Business Subsidy Policy in 2002. Staff is requesting permission to have the City Attorney review the policy to see if it is still in conformance with State requirements. 

Motion Andrews, second Kester to authorize the City Attorney to update the Business Subsidy Policy to bring it into conformance with the State requirements. Motion carried 5-0.

OTHER

Griffith provided an update on the Hospital Project-the planning work is proceeding and the Train Station-there was a presentation by MNDOT last Wednesday on the State Rail Plan. He also provided examples of current businesses looking for space.
