CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Atterbury called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

There were none.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Gene Lalonde mentioned that the feasibility report for the rail project was sent out to Task Force voting members.  He noted that the Chamber’s annual meeting will be at the Golf Course the last Wednesday of January, and the speaker will be Senator Lourey.  They will also elect new directors and determine a budget.  Johnson pointed out several areas in town where the streets are very icy, specifically noting the BP gas station’s driveway onto Highway 123.  Stadin agreed that certain areas in town need sanding.  Bonander stated that he had received positive feedback on the sidewalk snow removal.  He also was pleased to inform the Council that the recent ice climbing clinic at Robinson Park drew participants from as far away as Illinois and England.  

PUBLIC HEARINGS

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to accept the consent agenda as follows:  9A: Designate official Depositories-Resolution 2008-01; 9B: Designate official Newspaper; 9C: Designate Council meetings for 2008; 9D: Designate City pound; 9E: Designate a certified building official to administer building code; 9F: Corporate authorization—bank account signatures—no changes to signatories; 9G: Approval of Administrator attendance at Ehlers Public Finance Seminar in February; 9H: Appoint Gary Bowen as Golf Course Manager for 2008.  Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to approve and pay claims in the amount of $87,347.20.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

There was none.

NEW BUSINESS

Appoint Economic Development Authority members

Traditionally, the Council members have served as the EDA members, and are authorized to do so by resolution.  

Motion Stadin, second Johnson to reappoint Randy Atterbury, Leonard Bonander Jr, Jim Edmond, Jody Johnson, and Rene Stadin to serve as the Sandstone EDA for 2008.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Council members to Staff committees for 2008

The City Administrator is assisted by City Council members who sit on the following four staff committees: Finance, Personnel, Intergovernmental Relations, and Development.  

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to reappoint Atterbury and Bonander to the Personnel Committee, Atterbury and Johnson to the Finance Committee, Edmond and Stadin to the Intergovernmental Relations Committee, and Edmond and Stadin to the Development Committee for the year 2008.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Council members to Advisory bodies as ex officio members

Council members are ex-officio and act as liaisons to the following appointed advisory commissions: Planning, Park and Recreation, Community Development, Golf Board, Library Board.   

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to appoint the following Council members as ex officio members for the corresponding commission for the year 2008:  Johnson-Planning, Stadin-Park and Recreation, Edmond-Community Development, Atterbury-Golf and Library Board.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Council member to serve on the Joint Powers Building Inspection Board

On March 20, 1995, the cities of Hinckley, Pine City, and Sandstone entered into a Joint Powers Agreement to facilitate administration of zoning ordinances and to enforce state building codes.  Each City Administrator is a member of the board, as well as one Council member.  

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to reappoint Jody Johnson to fill the Sandstone position on the Joint Powers Building Inspection Board for 2008.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint deputy mayor for 2008

The City Council appoints a deputy mayor to serve in the absence of the mayor.  This individual presides over the meetings when the mayor is not present.

Motion Atterbury, second Johnson to reappoint Councilmember Bonander as Deputy Mayor for 2008.  Motion carried 5-0. 

REPORTS

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to accept reports as follows:  Summary of paid claims, and 2007 Building Permits.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

The Council received an invitation from East Central Regional Development Commission to attend a legislative forum on economic development on January 17.  

The Council also received a letter from Anoka County Regional Railroad Authority, updating them on recent progress.  

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Griffith reminded Atterbury and Edmond of the Board of Review training on January 24.  He also reminded the Council of the Sandstone Township meeting on January 3.  Finally, he noted that the Union Representative will attend the February 6 meeting to negotiate the union contract.
