PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to approve the agenda with the addition of item 12I – Farmers Market and 12J Closed Session. Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Insurance Package for 2006/2007 

Kathy Burton discussed the City’s insurance policy with LMCIT.  Policy needs to be renewed by June 1st.   She highlighted some of the coverages and discussed some of the additional coverages to be considered.

Motion Atterbury, second Edmond to approve renew the city’s workers compensation coverage and to renew the LMCIT insurance package.  In addition the City will approve liability coverage and not waive those limits and it will apply for no fault sewer back-up coverage and apply for open meeting law coverage with 100% cost reimbursement. 

Motion carried 4-0.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to approve meeting minutes for May 3. Motion carried 4-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Edmond reminded the Council that this week is Nation Police Officers week and thanked our deputies for their services.  There was a general complaint of Arlen Krantz’s cars may block Veterans Memorial.   There was a citizen complaining that the cemetery should be kept up as good as it is for Memorial Day all the time.  There was another complaint about lack of clean up of a driveway after a water repair.  There was a request to fill the pot holes on Lincoln Avenue. 

PUBLIC HEARING 

Alley Vacation – 7:15

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to open Public Hearing.  Motion approved 4-0.

Hearing opened at 7:16 pm.

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to continue to June 7th due to notification requirements. Motion carried 4-0. 

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to accept consent agenda as follows: Hand checks; approval of Quarry Days parade route and road closings; Set public hearing for June 21 on Comprehensive Plan for 7:15 pm; and to accept resignation of Kary Forrest from Planning Commission. Motion carried 4-0. 

FINANCE OFFICERS REPORT

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to accept and pay claims in the amount of 23,752.40. Motion carried 4-0. 

Council reviewed and accepted the HIPPA compliance report.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Community Service projects – update

Clean Up day on May 6 was a successful community service project. A letter has been sent to Warden Cross to request additional community service projects including landscaping around City Hall, painting of the chalet at Lions Hill and the gazebo in Train Park, and another workday is Robinson Park.

No action requested.

NEW BUSINESS

Consideration of  Preliminary Plat – Thorvig

Gene LaLonde, Snake River Land Planning presented the proposed Chris’s Food Complex subdivision.  Mr. Thorvig has submitted a Preliminary Plat with all the related submissions required. The Planning Commission held a Public Hearing to take public comment and has reviewed and recommended approval with conditions as outlined in their Finding Of Facts.

Council received a copy of the staff report on the Plat; the review by SEH; the review by the Building Inspector; an email from a neighbor; Planning Commission minutes; and a proposed Finding of Fact and Recommendations. 

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to prepare a Finding of Fact as proposed in Council packet and to grant approval of the Preliminary Plat for Chris’ Food Center Complex with the conditions listed in the Finding of Fact. Motion carried 4-0.

Consider approval of Conditional Use Permit – Johnson 

Gene LaLonde, Snake River Land Planning presented Ashley’s Addition. Mr. Johnson is proposing to construct twenty-two for sale twin homes. The request for a Conditional Use Permit is so that this housing can be developed as a Planned Unit Development which would allow for a smaller lot size and reduce setbacks to create a design that would allow for twin homes. 

The Planning Commission held a Public Hearing on the CUP and took public comment.  The Planning Commission did develop a Finding of Fact and recommended approval.

The Council received a copy of all the documents relating to this request.

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to prepare a Finding of Fact as presented and to grant the conditional use permit with the conditions as listed in that Finding Of Fact.

Motion carried 4-0.
Consider approval of Preliminary Plat – Ashley’s Addition

Mr. Johnson submitted a Preliminary Plat for Ashley’s Addition which would create twenty-two for sale twin homes.  Gene LaLonde of Snake River Land Planning presented the preliminary plat and answered questions.   The Planning Commission held a Public Hearing and took comment and after preparation of a Finding of Fact did recommend approval subject to the conditions and requests for additional information as listed in the Finding of Fact.  

Council received a copy of the staff report; the review by SEH and the Building Inspector; Planning Commission minutes and FOF; an email from a neighbor; and all submissions to the Planning Commission. The Council also received a proposed Finding of Fact and Recommendations.

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to prepare a Finding of Fact as proposed in the Council packet and to approve the Preliminary Plat for Ashley’s Addition subject to the conditions in the Finding Of Fact.   Motion carried 4-0.

Consider approval contract for 2006 Class V work

This alley work was advertised in the Courier. The project is to grade alleys and then lay blade in place 500 yards of Class V. The City has budgeted $8,500 in Capital Projects for these activities. 

The City received two quotes – MPJ for $11.25 per cy and Eiffler and Sons for $10.65 per cy.  Copies of the quotes and staff review and recommendations were included in the Council packet.

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to accept quote by Eiffler & Sons. Motion carried 4-0.

Consider approval contract for 2006 Street Overlay Work

Staff advertised for street overlay quotes in the newspaper. City has budgeted $30,000 in Capital Projects Fund budgeted for overlays.

Council received four quotes.  Quotes were received from R&R Construction; Hardrive; Kiminski Paving and Rocon Paving.  Copies of the quotes and staff review and recommendations were included in the Council packet.

Consider approval contract for 2006 Street Repair work

Staff also had advertised for quotes in the newspaper for street repairs. City has budgeted $10,000 for such street work. 

The City received four quotes form the same companies that quoted overly work.  Copies of the quotes and the staff review and recommendations were included in the Council packet.

Council member Johnson asks about starting dates. Council reviewed all quotes received and agreed with the recommendation of staff.

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to award the quotes for overlay and street repair work as recommended by staff.   These include patching work on 7th Street, Ash Street and at the Fire Hall and the overlay on Jay Street and Palisade Avenue.    Street repairs were to delete proposed work on 6th Street and to do the work at the intersections of Commercial & 5th; Eagle & Pine and at Commercial and Lincoln. Motion carried 3-1. 

Consider approval of Conditional Use Permit – Lourey Building

Eugene Lourey has requested that the City grant him a “master” conditional use permit for the old high school building site.  The building is being used as an incubator business development center.  The permit would allow any “conditional uses” listed in the ordinance upon Planning Commission review. A Public Hearing was held by the Planning Commission which reviewed and recommended approval. 

Staff prepared a proposed Finding of Fact with conditions for consideration.

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to approve conditional use permit based on the proposed Finding of Fact with the conditions as listed. Motion carried 4-0.

Consider approval of parcel split – Vork property 

The EDA is requesting permission to split a parcel of property it will own on Grouse Street into two parcels. The south half of the 40 acre parcel would be retained by Ms Vork and the north half is being sold to the EDA. A survey of the proposed split is underway and a new legal description has been prepared. The Planning Commission conducted a Public Hearing and recommends approval. 

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to approve the parcel split as presented. Motion carried 4-0.

Request for funds for Farmers Market

An association of area farmers and artisans have formed an area Farmers Market group. They proposed to hold the market in Train Park on Saturday from 9 am to noon starting July 15th. 

They are requesting some start up funds to match other funds raised and received.

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to provide funds through the purchase of advertising, signs, and other fixtures and reimbursing for certain expenses in an amount not to exceed $2,380 for the Sandstone Area Farmer’s Market. Motion carried 4-0. 

REPORTS

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to accept reports as follows: paid claims, Planning Commission minutes, Park and Recreation Commission minutes, PeopleService operations report, public work operations report, Fire & Rescue minutes and minutes from the Relief Association. Motion carried 4-0.
