Chair Dybvig called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

Motion Colsrud, second Barsness to approve agenda. Motion approved 4-0.

Motion Colsrud, second Barsness to approve January minutes.  Motion approved 4-0. 

KREEC

Betsy Danielson of Dazzle Gardens presented the guidelines for a Development Plan for the site.

The Gateway will be the main entrance. The plan guidelines call for a determination of what amenities to be provided and a general guide to the types of plantings for the area.

The Pinery is suggested to be the priority for action and would be a reforestation.  In discussions with Dave Eggen, the forester who prepared our Forest Management Plan, recommends that the area be prepared suing a herbicide and then the following spring that trees be planted.  This would also be the area to develop a small RV camping area.

The Trails would have several trails and several specialty gardens.  Ms Danielson suggested using Prairie Restorations to help[ plan for site preparation and installation of plant specifications.

The consensus of the Commission was approval of the general development plan with direction to cost out the herbicide spraying of the Pinery and explore cost sharing of the site and planting efforts.   

Interchange Landscape Project

Ms Danielson presented the plan for the landscape project.  Staff explained the dates, timing, and different activities and asked for volunteers.

Rec Area

Gene LaLonde of Snake River Planning had been asked to update the Commission on his efforts to complete the development of the first softball field and start planning for the second.  He was unable to attend due to illness.

Robinson Park

Staff provided an update on the planned kayak racing event on the Kettle in April.

The DNR had surveyed Robinson Park and sent a letter reviewing previous grant assistance from the DNR for projects in the park and suggested that the Commission consider improving/upgrading the bathroom.

Motion Dybvig, second Colsrud to direct staff to investigate costs and possible cost share on a new bathroom in Robinson Park.  Motion approved 4-0.

Staff announced that the City Clean-Up day will be Saturday May 5.  Member Barsness stated that is also the day for the annual Robinson Park clean-up and asked that the City advertise that activity as well.   The City has made application for an FCI Community Service project for that day.

Other

Staff stated they are still working on developing a skate board park but although it has not been a priority it is not forgotten.
