Skating Rink

Murphy is working to raise funds for a new electric furnace.

There is a need for an outside bench to use to put on skates.

A picnic table would be nice for supervising parents.

Murphy will arrange for crew for a clean up day

Johnson Park

A second picnic bench would be nice and two benches for parents to set on while watching their children at Johnson Park.

Consideration should be given for a porta potty at Johnson Park.

Robinson Park

The bench by the river should be removed.

Two benches should be installed by the climbing walls – location set by climbers.

Garbage bag dispenser to encourage clean-up.

Commission needs to develop camping rules.

City to arrange for weekly cleaning of bathroom.

Skate Park

There should be one bench and one picnic table.

Commission should plan for picnic shelter and horseshoe pits.

Rec Area

There should be two benches by the back stop.

Still not sure if East Central Soccer Association will use the area.

Staff to see if softball money still available. 

Staff will price out benches made by FCI.

Staff will find picnic shelter drawings and price out.
