CALL TO ORDER

Chairperson Riley called the meeting to order at 7 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE AGENDA

Motion T. Gafkjen, second Hilty to approve agenda with addition of 8b, Music Festival. Motion carried 5-0.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Final Plat Review – Ashley’s Addition

Staff and members reviewed the submitted final plat to see if the recommendations in the preliminary plat approval have been met.

All the additional materials required were submitted.  Staff presented a new report outlining preliminary plat recommendations and the status of each recommendation.

Trees will be planted on the North boundary and will be maintained and if needed replaced. Members agreed that the bituminous trail is a fair trade for parkland dedication fees but maintenance of trail needs to be addressed in the Association documents.

As the city is no longer building a storm water pond on the property to the north the city no longer needs an easement to access the pond and that is a recommendation that can be waived.  A neighbor is requesting a privacy fence to be constructed on the property’s north property line. 

Motion L. Gafkjen, second T. Gafkjen to recommend approval of the final plat of Ashley’s Addition subject to final title review by city attorney; review and acceptance of Association documents by the city attorney; acceptance of the planting of trees in lieu of a landscape plan and acceptance of the bituminous trail along the property in lieu of a park dedication fee and a recommendation that the easement to the storm water pond no longer be required.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Spartz, second Hilty for require a subdivision agreement to require completion of these recommendations.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consensus is that the developer be advised that the construction of a fence has been requested across the north property line of Outlot A when it is developed.

Project Updates

Chris Food project should be completed mid to late July.  In the mean time the developer will be putting the final lift on Ashley’s Street and the parking lot and complete Lincoln Avenue. 

KREEC site is considering a small RV park to help attract people. 

PUBLIC HEARING

Vork’s Addition – Preliminary Plat Review

Motion T. Gafkjen, second Hilty to open Public Hearing at 7:25 pm. 

The proposed subdivision is located North of Grouse Street. The EDA as the developer proposes to create two parcels to be retained by the Hazel Vork Trust and to create three outlots. Two outlots for sale and probable development for housing and one for the golf course expansion. The submission requirements have been completed and fee paid. The minimum lot required is 5 acres for housing and 10 acres for other uses. All of the proposed residential lots are at least 10 acres. The parcel is not adjacent to City water and sewer. This proposed subdivision is in compliance with the City’s Comprehensive Plan. The review by the Building Inspector and Snake River Land Planning and the attorney’s plat opinion and the Directors Report were reviewed and entered into the record.

A summary of the Finding of Fact are that the developer shall make all changes as identified on the plat opinion, provide additional drawings and maps as required by the ordinance, create a turn around using a temporary easement, change name of street to Spruce Road and respond to review memos.

Motion L. Gafkjen, second Hilty to close Public Hearing at 7:32 pm. 

Motion L. Gafkjen, second Riley to approve the recommended Finding of Fact and to direct developer to make new submissions for a further review by the Planning Commission. Motion carried 4-1.

NEW BUSINESS

Review Sign Ordinance

The City’s sign ordinance is not in compliance with state law. The Commission received a memo from the City Attorney outlining all of the changes that need to be made. The Commission directed attorney to draft ordinance for review and to set a public hearing. 

Motion L. Gafkjen, second Riley to set Public Hearing for May 9, 2007on a new sign ordinance. Motion carried 5-0.

Review Zoning Map – consider boundary changes

The Planning Commission has already reviewed and created three new zoning districts and made some other changes. The three new districts are Freeway Business; Medical Services; and Special Industrial. The next step for these to become official is to designate which parcels should be in the district and identify that on the zoning map.

The Planning Commission will bring ideas to the next meeting and come prepared to re draw boundaries on the zoning map. 

OTHER

Status report on extending zoning controls and annexation

First official meeting with the township is on Thursday, April 26th. 

Musical Festival

The organization for Kettle River Country Music Round-Up are looking for a venue for a June 2nd music concert.  They would like to use the Sandstone Airport as a possible site. The expected number of people attending the concert is between 1,000 and 2,000. The budget for the event is based on sales of 500 tickets. The organization will be working with the Pine County Sheriff’s office to determine the proper number of security. They are currently seeking a two million dollar liability policy. The City will expect the noise ordinance to be enforced. Planning Commission offered no recommendation to the Council on this issue.
