SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Wild River Apartments

Mayor has raised the issue again of turning the Senior Building into an assisted living project.  Mike Pagh of Great Lakes Management addressed this issue by pointing out the concern about the impact this might have on current residents. It is very difficult to combine independent seniors with those needing a lot of assistance. He also pointed out that there would be a lot of costs in renovating the existing facility as you would need office and storage spaces, new equipment, and a commercial kitchen to serve the 3 meals a day needed.  Many of the larger units are not appropriately sized for the needs of seniors needing living assistance.  The facility would also have to become licensed.

Part of the issue is definitions.  There is a difference between assisted living and providing services to seniors.  Current residents can independently hire assistance for certain services whereas in an assisted living building, the building would have to provide those services.  

Another issue related to housing the disabled.  The current building is for seniors ages 55 and up. Because the property receives no federal or state subsidy the EDA is able to restrict occupancy to seniors whereas other funding requires that you must rent to the disabled exactly the same as if they were seniors.  This also raises a lot of questions about the impact this would have on current tenants.

Great Lakes Management – First Quarter Report

Tina Doornick of Great Lakes Management presented the first quarter report and answered general questions about the operations of the units.

Motion Edmond, second Gafkjen to accept first quarter reports. Motion carried 5-0.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Approve Vork Purchase Agreement and authorize signature of Contract for Deed

The Purchase Agreement has been signed. Part of the agreement is that the EDA will take care of the surveying and subdivision work and Vork will cooperate in the locating of the access road and any utility easements for redeveloping the property. The EDA hired SEH to do the master planning for the site and to work with the Golf Course on their expansion. Title work is being done for the property and when completed the EDA will be in a position to sign the Contract for Deed.

Motion Gafkjen, second Bonander to give final review and approval to the Purchase Agreement and to authorize the signing of the Contract for Deed and related documents on the property when the title work is completed.   Approved 5-0.
