CALL TO ORDER

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

2007 Levy Request from the EDA

The Council considered the request from the EDA for a levy for the shortfall at Wild River Apartments.

Motion Edmond, second Johnson to accept the request from the EDA and agree to levy $100,000 for the Wild River shortfall.

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to agree to cover any additional shortfalls by an Inter-Fund Loan from the General Reserve Fund up to $35,000 without further Council approval.  Motion approved 5-0.

2007 Budget

Council reviewed the budget as presented.  There was discussion about the increase proposed for law enforcement.  Council member Johnson suggesting the City should consider additional hours and Mayor Atterbury suggesting that the City should consider reducing the hours to 5 per day. 

Staff reviewed suggested personnel changes and additions.  These would include keeping the temporary summer Public Works person and making the Utility Billing Clerk a 40 hour per week position.  There was considerable discussion about these proposals.  Part of the rationale for the Public Works person is the real need for an extra hand in the summer.  Part of the rationale for increasing the hours of the Utility Billing Clerk is to direct hours toward improving the City website.

Staff also reviewed equipment needs.  The Council had directed that if we proceed with the purchase of a jetter with Hinckley that the City use a cash balance rather than levy.   Staff also discussed the grader issue.  The City had purchased one and now is facing about $12,000 for repairs.  Neither the purchase of another unit nor the repair of the existing is included in the 2007 budget.       

Staff reminded the Council that this is the preliminary budget which can still be changed.  If the budget is adopted as presented the City is looking at a 4.2% levy increase.   The levy may be decreased but may not be increased if adopted as presented.

Motion Bonander, second Gafkjen to adopt Resolution 2006 – 29 setting the preliminary 2007 budget for the City.  Motion approved 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Gafkjen to adopt Resolution 2006 – 30 setting the preliminary 2007 levy for the City.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Johnson, second Gafkjen to adjourn at 7:45 p.m.
