OLD AND CONTINUING BUSSINESS

Project updates

Gene Lalonde, Snake River Planning reviewed the proposed Final Plat for Ashley’s Addition and for Thorvigs Addition. The changes from the Preliminary Plat included dealing with the wetland delineation and drainage issues.  He explained the concept of the regional storm water pond and its benefits.   Ashley’s Addition has the same number of lots but readjusted for the wetlands.  There is open land left for a play area. There will be a sidewalk/walking path along Lincoln Avenue.  There were some general questions. 

Staff presented a quick update on the Family Dollar Store.  The main issue is an access from Highway 123.

The Commission should expect a preliminary plat for the Vork property in about two months.

Eco-industrial Park language

City Council has sent this issue back to the Planning Commission for reconsideration. The Council felt that the “Eco-industrial” definition would be too restrictive.

The Planning Commission agreed that the Comp Plan is the foundation for what happens in the zoning and subdivision ordinances but disagreed on whether the Eco-Industrial language was too restrictive or set a direction for how the area should be developed.  There was extended discussion.   One question related to some of the general design guidelines which are suggested in the ordinance amends which would break up parking lots with islands that are the equivalent size to a parking stall by plants and shrubs that provide a wind and snow break. 

Motion Stadin, second Spartz to get delete paragraph 1 from Page 6 and to delete the word “eco” from paragraph 3. Motion carried 3-2.
