OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS
Project Updates

Staff updated the Commission on the City efforts to have a rail station located in Sandstone.

There was a brief discussion about the status of the hospital decision.  Latest rumour is a location decision by September 1.

Physiques Conditional Use Permit

Staff reminded the Commission of the circumstances wherein Physiques is not in compliance with the Conditional Use permit that was granted. They have made some progress but are still not in compliance.  Packet included photographs and a letter sent to owner.

Commission was made aware that they may be holding a hearing to consider the revocation of the permit if the owner does not come into compliance.

Commission discussed how it might better word conditions in permits to prevent these types of issues from occurring in the future.

OTHER

Status report on discussion with township

Commission members reviewed the letter sent to township officials.  City has not yet received a response. 

PUBLIC HEARING

Zoning Map Amendments

Motion Spartz, second T. Gafkjen to open the Public Hearing.  Motion carried 4-0.

Hearing opened at 7:30 pm.

The Commission created three new zoning districts: Freeway Business; Medical

Services; and Special Industrial. The next step for these to become official is to designate which parcels should be in each district and identify them on the official Zoning Map.

Staff pointed out that the Freeway Business and Medical Services Districts were previously zoned Business Service and Industrial.  The change in district designation will create modest changes in the uses permitted.  Some property adjacent to Grouse Street that had been zoned Industrial will now be zoned Single Family PUD.

The Special Industrial district which includes the airport property was previously zoned Industrial and the new zoning made some modifications to permitted and conditional uses.

Other changes are to rezone the milk drying plant from Industrial to Business Service and to rezone all city land along Main Street to Downtown Commercial.

Other changes were to change the map to reflect the rezoning of the entire Thorvig parcel to Downtown Commercial and the rezoning of the Harvest Christian parcel and the Community Worship Center parcel from Single Family Residential to Downtown Commercial.

There were no public present to make comments. 

Motion Spartz, second T. Gafkjen to close the Public Hearing.  Motion carried 4-0.  Hearing closed at 7:34.

Motion T. Gafkjen, second Riley to recommend that the City Council approve the amendments to the City Zoning Map as presented.  Motion carried 4-0.
