ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Under special items, insurance package, add approve resolution 2015-18

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS 
2014 Audit presented by Nordquist & Althoff
Two reports were submitted and discussed.  The first was the basic financial statement.  There is a clean audit opinion.  The second report was the management letter.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the 2014 financial audit.  Motion carried 5-0.

Insurance package – Jeff King – North Pine Insurance
The City needs to adopt a resolution to continue no-fault sewer back-up insurance coverage.  The agent explained what is covered and what are the exclusions to the coverage.
The Council inquired as to what the policy costs the city.  The Administrator will find out.

Motion Bonander second Franklin to adopt Resolution 2015-18.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Kester second Bonander to submit the insurance package with no waiver of liability limits. Motion carried 5-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS   
A member was been approached regarding the paving of Angle Ave.  The Administrator explained that this paving is being combined with a County paving project this summer.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES
Motion Bonander, second Spartz to approve May 20 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING:  none

CONSENT AGENDA
The petition for the alley vacation has not been officially submitted so 9B was removed.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to approve the consent agenda: set a public hearing for July 1 for the assessment of unpaid bills, set a Public Hearing on July 1 for an alley vacation request and set a Public Hearing on July 1 on the 2015 deer control program.  Motion carried 5-0.



FINANCIAL REPORTS
A/P Clerk – Claims
The question was asked as to how often do checks get cut?  Under state law the city has 35 days from the time it receives a bill to have it paid.  The staff is very careful to not incur extra charges.  Generally, checks are cut every two weeks

Motion Bonander, second Spartz to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS 
Rental Licensing Ordinance 
A memo was distributed covering what was discussed at a previous meeting.  The Council agreed that this was what had been discussed.  There is still a question if the Council wants to offer incentives.  
The City is ready to set a workshop with the landlords.  

Motion Franklin, second Spartz to set a workshop with City landlords for Tuesday, July 14, at 6:30 pm.  Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Contract for Class V work in alleys     
The City budgets $10,000 for gravel on streets and alleys.  The City received four quotes for Class V.
The MPJ quote was the lowest cost per yard delivered and graded in place.

Contract for crushed red rock work on streets
The City also received four quotes for crushed red rock.
If the city is going to stay within the $10,000, all the proposed street work might not be able to be done.  There was a brief discussion was had as to what to prioritize.  A couple of the streets off of Pine Avenue are in pretty good shape so they will be deleted if costs go over budgeted amount.
Hessenius Excavating quote was the lowest per ton graded in place.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to authorize a contract with MPJ Enterprises for Class V work in the alleys.  Motion carried 5-0

Motion Bonander, second Kester to authorize a contract with Hessenius Excavating to provide crushed red rock, not to exceed 725 ton for the streets listed in the quote.  Motion carried 5-0

Consider request for camping in Robinson Park
There’s a wedding group of 15 coming the 4th of July weekend who would like to camp overnight.  The Council inquired as to the past measures.  The city has allowed camping for special events such as Icefest.  There will be more requests but the park is not set up for many campsites.  A couple of weeks ago, there were 80 people at the park.  The use of the park is increasing and it is obvious from the condition of the park.  There was a discussion regarding a possible fee for the group to help pay for upkeep

Motion Spartz, second Franklin to approve the request with a fee of $25.00 with recommendation to the Park Commission to consider how these events should be handled in the future..  Motion carried 5-0
