PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS   
Spartz asked about Park Ave. off Hwy 123.  Residents have asked if it’s being paved.  Administrator addressed the paving schedule.
There is a curbstop leaking at 317 Park.
Steffen hears complaints, on a regular basis, about the condition of the empty commercial buildings downtown.  It was suggested that a workshop be set up to discuss what can and should be done.    
The administrator will do research regarding other communities and their solutions.
Franklin noted a call about a dip in Pine Avenue in front of the Olson property.

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion  Bonander, second Spartz to approve the sale of cemetery plot and receipt of perpetual care payment S ½ of S ½ of Lot 46, Section F, 2nd Addition – Lund; Approve liquor licenses for Richard E Thoennes dba Rich’s Bar – On sale, off sale and Sunday; Sandstone Area Golf Course LLC dba Sandstone Area Golf Course – On sale and Sunday; 3.2 for Dan Lang dba Sandstone Lanes; To renew workers compensation coverage; and to authorize extending lobbying agreement with Fryberger firm to cover the special Legislative Session.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS 
Rental Licensing Ordinance – set terms, fees; discuss budget; set workshop with landlords
The ordinance needs to reflect the council’s wishes.  There was a discussion on what the fess should be and how much of the inspection cost does the City want to recover?  The consensus is an annual license of $ 25 and a reinstatement fee of $ 100.  There would be no other fees.
The next item is how often should the units be re-inspected?  The consensus was every three years.
There has to be very clear definitions on what determines a rental property to determine which units are to be inspected and which units are to be exempted.  The County has a record of non-homestead properties and the City has a record of rental properties used for utility billing purposes.  The consensus is to use the City’s utility billing as a basis for determining which units to inspect.
There was a short discussion about inspection costs; what costs – re-inspection, violation letters, and enforcement which would not be covered by fees and are there any incentives that could be offered.
Council is to consider and review and decide at the next meeting,

NEW BUSINESS
Consider NPAHD request for Long Term Care development restrictions
The Hospital District submitted a Resolution requesting the City declare a moratorium on the development of any long term care units while planning is completed for the Medical Campus. Interim Ordinance 2015 - 03 would prohibit any new long term care facility in the city for a period of one year.  

It was believed by some of the council that the request would block trade.

Motion Spartz to reject the Ordinance.  Motion died for lack of a second.

Motion Franklin, second Steffen to adopt Ordinance 2015 - 03.   Motion carried 4-1 Spartz nay

Approve contract with Fresh Air Plant Care for landscape services 
This contract is for specialized landscape services.  This will be the 4th year we have used them.

Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve the contract with Fresh Air Plant Care for landscape services.  Motion carried 5-0.
