ROLL CALL

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion Bonander, second Tauer to set the agenda for meeting.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS
Deputy Frehse gave the report of the sheriff’s calls. There were 125 calls.  This will be his last meeting to report as his last day of service will be August 11th.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS
Tauer announced the golf tournament coming up on August 12.    Bonander gave a report on Quarry Days.  There is a good schedule and it is coming together well.  There was an ad in the paper. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the meeting minutes for 7-18-12.

PUBLIC HEARING
There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA
There were none.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
Motion Kester, second Stadin to approve and pay claims.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS
Consider contracts for painting the hockey rink and staining the exterior of the Band Shell
The City Council authorized staff to get quotes on painting the boards of the Hockey Rink in Angle Park and for staining the band shell.  Staff received 3 quotes.  The Council did receive reimbursement from the Lions Club.  The city was not awarded matching funds for a Trail Improvement Grant, therefore the funds that were allotted for that project could be used for this project.  Some of those funds will need to be used
to repair the flood damage in Robinson Park.  The city may receive some reimbursement from FEMA.

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to amend the budget to use Capital Project Funds designated as grant match for this project and award the project to Brackenbury Construction for $2,940 with work to commence after Quarry Days. Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Approve modifications to Job Descriptions
There are some needed updates for 3 job descriptions as follows: Finance Officer, Deputy Clerk, and Assistant Clerk.  None of the updates will affect the Union contract or pay or job requirements.
Public Works Superintendent, Public Works worker and Utility Billing Clerk need no changes.
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the updated job descriptions. Motion carried 5-0.

Approve job description for Tech Assistant
The City needs to develop a job description for a Tech Assistant to help maintain the City’s computer systems.  There is a contract for someone to do the major work but there is a need of someone on staff to make sure software is up to date and regular maintenance is done.  The person would also troubleshoot hardware and software problems.  
There is no need for a new position to be created.  This would be an addition to a job duty already existing.  The average hours per week are estimated at four.  Any additional hours in a pay period would require Administrator approval.  The pay rate for these hours would be $16.25 per hour.  There was a proposed job description and physical job description submitted. This position needs to be reviewed by the union.  There will be a cap put on this position in the budget for 2013 of 4-5 hours per week.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the proposed job description and pay scale for a Tech Assistant.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consider contract for services with MN Safe Ride
A request for funds was received to assist MN Safe Ride in keeping Safe Cab services going in Pine County.   Mayor Atterbury recused himself from discussion and voting.
The appreciation for this service was noted.  It is an outstanding program.  It was discussed about who should be putting out the funding for this project and it should not soley be the cities.  
The council has deferred action on donations until 2013 at a previous meeting.

Motion Kester, second Tauer to not contract with MN Safe Ride for services and defer action until 2013.  Motion carried 4-0.

Consider authorizing quotes on cement work project
The cement pad in front of the fourth bay at the fire hall is breaking up.  There is also a large crack across the two other pads.  There are several aprons that are breaking up and need replacement including the one into Wild River off of Court Ave and the one into the Movies & More parking lot off of 4th Street.
Kester inquired if the aprons had to be cement or blacktop.  He prefers blacktop.  City requires curb and apron replacement or construction be done in cement. 

Motion Stadin, second Tauer to authorize staff to get quotes for these repair projects.  Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to accept the paid claims and Fire Department equipment  report. Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS
Sandstone Trail Grant Application not selected for funding
Letter was received from MN Department of Natural Resources regarding an application submitted for funding of Sandstone Trail improvements.  The City’s application was denied due to limited funding.

Larson letter-complaint
A letter was received dated 7-18-12 from Julie and Darwin Larson.  It was regarding problems with rental property located on Lark Street.  The complaint expressed concerns about garbage, children running wild and throwing of rocks into the street, and unmowed lawns.  
Tauer expressed her acknowledgement of this complaint.  She drives by this address frequently and has witnessed the issues noted.  Council stated that complaints regarding children and behavior issues would be a police matter.  A letter will be written addressing these issues.  

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Filing open for Council and Mayor, no one as filed as of this meeting date.  Filing closes on 8-14-12.
Public test of voting machines on 8-10-12. Administrator Griffith will try and have preliminary budget for the August meeting. The preliminary budget and levy is to be set by 9-15-12.
Next Thriving Community Session is set for 9-11-12 at 6:00 p.m. Next Library Space meeting will be 8-16-12. It will be a public community meeting. FEMA will visit site on 8-2-12. There were thank you notes received from Pine County Historical Society and the City of Denham. Hospital District has meeting set for Tues, 8-7-12 to review a preliminary agreement for a new three year lease with Essentia.
Administrator is on vacation week of 8-19-12.
