Approve contract with Jody Rooney for planning and funding services
Staff presented a proposed contract for services that would be used to complete tasks necessary to get Robinson Park established as a park of regional significance and other analysis and grant writing for various economic development projects.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the proposed contract with Jody Rooney for the services of providing assistance on park projects and on economic analysis work related to the hospital, train, and FCI projects subject to budget limitations.  Motion carried 5-0.

Discussion on utility rates – additional information
The current rates are not sufficient to pay for operational and reserve requirements. Rates were last increased in a step manner in 2009. Council has been made aware that the costs of operations for water and sewer have increased and that there is a need to cover operating shortfalls and replenish the capital outlay accounts.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the proposed increase in utility rates of $.50 /1000 and a $3.90 fixed rate increase per month to start in 2013. Motion failed 1-4.
