CALL TO ORDER: 7:52 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion Bonander, second Tauer to approve the agenda for the meeting. Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS
Penni Johnson addressed the Council regarding a bill she received in the amount of $812.50. for the repair of a waterline in Johnson Trailer Park.  The service line was repaired at a leak that was after her trailer but on her property.  She was requesting the city pay for the repair.  She did not want G&D Auto or Gustafson’s to pay for the repair.  She stated that repairs had been done at an earlier time and no one received a bill.  G&D Auto and Gustafson’s water lines connect into the line that is on her property and connects to the main on Jay Street.   Craig D. Hiler from PeopleService Inc. submitted a proposal for new service lines that would give Gustafson and G & D Auto their own water lines.  The lines would have to be installed on Johnson’s property to reach the respective businesses.  A utility easement would be needed from Penni Johnson for the installation and repair of the water lines to G&D Auto and Gustafson.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Penni Johnson agreed to grant a utility easement if G&D Auto, Gustafson, or she do not have to pay the repair bill. 

Motion by Stadin, second by Kester to bill Gustafson and G&D Auto for $ 812.50 for repair of water lines if easement is granted.  Motion failed 1-4.

Motion Atterbury, second Bonander for City to pay the $ 812.50 bill for repair of water lines if Penni Johnson grants utility easement.  Motion passed 4-1.  

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS
Tauer reminded council of Veterans dinner at the Golf Course on November 11, 2012 from 1-5 p.m.
Stadin announced a thank you from the Raymond’s for cleaning up the mess at the residence near them.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES
Motion Bonander, second Tauer to approve meeting minutes for October 3, 2012. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING
There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA
Motion Bonander, second Tauer to approve consent agenda consisting of approval of final payment for the Minnesota and Court project. Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
Stadin requested an itemized list of the VISA bill in the future.  

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve and pay Claims in the amount of $ 46,704.51. Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS
Set Workshop
Motion Atterbury, second Bonander to reset the Utility Rate workshop to November 7, 2012 at 6:00 p.m.
Motion carried 5-0.

Approve 
The milk drying plant project required additional engineering to change the well sealing work in the amount of $2,800.00.  The MSA bill has already been paid, this is approval of contract change.
 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the additional engineering fees for the milk drying plant project. Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Approve rental of old city garage
Atterbury recused himself from the discussion.
Mayor Atterbury has requested permission to lease the old city garage for the season to store automobiles.  The cost of the lease would include all costs of heating and electricity and the City’s cost to insure the building for those months.  Atterbury would be responsible for any security and improvements at his expense with staff approval.  Atterbury needs to give the council a copy of his insurance policy with the City listed as insured interest.  
Kester inquired if insurance rates were cheaper on vacant or non-vacant buildings. Insurance rates are more expensive on vacant buildings.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve a short-term lease for the garage building of 8 months with the option to extend lease another 4 months.  Motion carried 4-0, Atterbury recused.

Consider Resolution 2012-28 - approve EDA Down Payment Assistance Program-
The EDA has developed a program to provide some financial assistance to help qualified single family homebuyers in Sandstone.  EDA has adopted a set of Policies and Procedures for this program.  The City has oversight on the EDA budget.

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to adopt Resolution 2012-28 approving the EDA’s Down payment assistance program. Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Tauer to approve paid claims and Park & Recreation Commission minutes reports.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS
Staff presented a Fire Formula memo with some proposed changes to the Formula including a reduction in the Distance Reduction from 40% to 30%.  Also, the Formula would use building market value rather than tax capacity as the basis for determining value in the formula.  Another change is to do away with the Building Depreciation Fund and create a Building Repair & Maintenance account. The Repair account would get $5,000.00 each year and the City would use those funds to do the improvements and repairs as necessary to keep the facility in good repair.
There was a letter from the State Auditor regarding the Relief association.  The was a Thank You from City of Barnum for funds received and a letter from DEED letter approving PHASE bond issuance.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
The next Thriving Community meeting will be Oct. 29, 2012.  Heritage Area Regional Gathering is November 15 in Hinckley, MN.  There will be snacks. It will be from 4-7 or 5-7 p.m. Library Space meeting-47 people attended. Staff attended the Greater MN Parks & Trails annual meeting.
Lights for Train Park are backordered. Memo to townships were sent regarding the purchase of a new pumper. A report that 5 benches are being installed-3 in Robinson and 2  downtown.  There is a contract for removal of salt and sand shed signed.
Administrator will be on vacation the week of October 21st   He allowed a trunk or treat in city parking lot
Pictures were given of the cleanup day at the park
