REGULAR MEETING
JULY 5, 2012
CALL TO ORDER
Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.

ROLL CALL

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion to move approval of contract with LHB for Library space planning services from item 12A (New Business) to 5b (Special Items of Business). Motion carried 5-0

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS
A representative of the Fire Department spoke to the Council regarding the need for a new pumper.  The existing pumper needs to be replaced in the next 3 years.  The Fire Department proposed that the City consider purchasing a new pumper now. A new pumper takes at least one year to be built and put in service.   Staff explained the cost are estimated to be at least $400,000.  He stated the Fire Department equipment fund has a balance of $250,000.00.  It was discussed that 50% could be placed down.   Staff recommended the Council consider proceeding with the purchase of a new pumper with the first step being approval of Resolution 2012-19 to enter into joint powers agreement with HGAC, a Texas consortium which has already bid out trucks and chassis thereby meaning the City does not have to prepare its owns specs.   The City is not required to purchase through HGAC.  

Motion Kester, second Tauer to adopt Resolution 2012-19 entering into a Joint Powers agreement with HGAC.   Motion carried 5-0.

Jeanne Coffey addressed the council regarding the need for new library space.  The Library Board met with Mike Fischer of LHB Architects who has proposed an agreement that will identify the steps in the preliminary planning for that new space and for community involvement in the process before the Council makes a decision to proceed.  
The agreement with LHB Architects will cost $19,826.  The study is required if the City anticipates using Legacy Funding for help in financing the library.  Mayor Atterbury was concerned about spending the money when there is space at the old school.  Kester inquired about how long the study was valid and if we own the study at the end of it.  Staff informed Council on what the proposal for community visioning and programming tasks would consist of:  i.e.: definition of a library, space, recommendations.  Staff also told Council that the costs would come from the Capital Projects Fund. 
Financing for the new library space would be by referendum with some monies coming from Legacy Funding or from a State bonding bill and local fundraising.
LHB Architects will prepare a report and present that to the council for review.  

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to approve a contract for library space planning services with LHB Architects and to amend the Capital Projects Fund to add this expense.  Motion carried 5-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS
Tauer noted that complaints about a level 3 sex offender moving into the community were expressed.   The mayor noted that other offenders of all different levels reside in the area. Residents can get information through the sheriff’s office regarding the offenders.
Bonander spoke about the circus that was scheduled to be in town today.  He met with them and showed them where to place their tents.  The circus left town without performing and did not inform him of the reason why.  Concerns about the reputation and reliability of a circus were discussed.  Residents had verbalized their disappointment due to advance tickets already obtained. 
Bonander informed Council that planning for Quarry Days is covered and is moving forward.
Mayor reported that he and the Administrator had presented a preliminary damage report to FEMA on June 28.  Staff talked to the State Emergency Management and Army Corp of Engineers representatives at that meeting about possible mitigation for city wells. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES
Motion Kester, second Tauer to approve the meeting minutes for June 20 and June 28. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING
There was none.

CONSENT AGENDA
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the consent agenda as follows: transfer of funds from TIF Fund to Capital Projects Fund to reduce amount due and approve forgiveness of remaining amount due to Capital Projects Fund from TIF, Approve closure of Fund 405-TIF Fund, Approve Administrator’s attendance at Regional Parks Workshop-July 19 in Two Harbors, Approve hire of Angelica Orr as Council/EDA recording secretary, and authorize transfer of $14,750 from General Fund to Capital Projects Fund for Wild River. Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve A/P Claims.  Motion carried 5-0.



OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS
There was none.

NEW BUSINESS
Regional Parks & Trails
Staff expressed concern that the metro area and the DNR currently take most of the available parks funding.  The city joined the Greater MN Regional Parks and Trails Coalition to try and get Robinson Park classified as a regional park and therefore qualify for this additional source of funding.  To support this effort it is necessary to improve the funding available and to join with other areas to compete with the DNR and metro areas.  

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2012-18 supporting greater Legacy funding for non-metro parks.  Motion carried 5-0.

Today in America TV
Council was asked to consider a proposal regarding participation on the Today in America Show with host Terry Bradshaw. The Mayor and staff held a conference call with the producer who explained how the show is developed and presented.  The City felt that the proposal could provide a high level of positive publicity and exposure for the City depending upon what story line was pursued. There would be a five minute segment and the cost to the City would be $19,800.  
The mayor expressed concern about only five minutes of air time. He said that if it would be 15-20 minutes it might be worth the cost.  Tauer said that it wouldn’t air this month and staff thought the air time would not be until early next year. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to deny the proposal  from Today in America TV. Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Tauer to accept the reports as follows:  paid claims, Library Board minutes. Motion carried 5-0.

Mayor informed council that he delivered checks to neighboring cities that were impacted by the recent flooding.  $5,500.00 total checks delivered.  Rutledge, Willow River, Sturgeon Lake, Moose Lake, and Barnum received $1,000 each, and Denham received $500.00.
