ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: none

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
John Kern mentioned the Veterans Dinner on November 10.  Council member Devlin asked about weeds in the sidewalk and who has the responsibility for removal.  Bonander updated on NLX activities.    

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the minutes from September 18, 2013.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Devlin, second Stadin to approve the consent agenda: Appoint Richard Nichols as Recording Secretary.  Motion carried 5-0.     

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay Claims. Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Update on sale of Public Works property
The work is nearly completed in installing the sanitary sewer to the site and a service line to the building.   Closing is scheduled for early October as there is still some title work being done.

Consider Ordinance – RV parking
The City has had issues with RVs and similar vehicles parked in the street or in the City and the limitations under current ordinances to limit on street or private property parking and on the use of the vehicles as living quarters when so parked.  The City attorney drafted an ordinance that would define the limits for the parking and use of such vehicles therefore creating the ability to enforce reasonable rules.  

The Council continued its discussion and suggested that the language be modified to allow for an electrical cord to the vehicle to allow for keeping the batteries charged, cooling the refrigerator, etc.  This could allow for an electrical cord during winter storage as long as there is no occupancy.  Another suggestion is to remove trailers from the definition of an RV for clarification.  The Council understands the need for the setbacks from the alley and the street but there should be some allowance for proper side yard parking next to a garage as long as it does not interfere with drainage or access and with some kind of acknowledgement from the neighbor.

Staff directed to have attorney make some modifications to the language for review.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Actions in support of Bonding Bill request
Staff discussed the positive response received from the presentation to the House Capital Improvement Committee.  There are a number of actions to be taken to make a submission to the State.

Motion Stadin, second Devlin to authorize staff and the Mayor to submit all documents required for inclusion in the Bonding Bill and authorize staff and Mayor to sign said documents.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to adopt Resolution 2013 – 16, a resolution of support for the City’s bonding request.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to pledge $ 250,000 from the restricted General Fund cash account towards the cost of the infrastructure project to the city business park for which it is seeking state bonding assistance.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to authorize the Administrator and Council members to lobby and testify on behalf of the City’s bonding request.  Motion approved 5-0.

REPORTS:
Motion Devlin, second Kester to accept Paid claims report.  Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES & COMMUNICATIONS: none

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:  
Staff will be attending the Regional Parks & Trails Coalition annual meeting in Cambridge on October 3. He will also be attending a workshop by the DNR on floodplain management on October 11. A contract has been awarded to patch street openings and the fence damaged by the snow plow last winter has been repaired to the owner’s satisfaction.
