CALL TO ORDER: 7:02 p.m.

ROLL CALL:

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the agenda with addition of 9C, cemetery deed.  Motion approved 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: none

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Deputy Mattson reported on September police calls in Sandstone.  John Kern mentioned the Veterans Appreciation Dinner on November 10 and the Hinckley After Hours Chamber event.  Also noted was the climbing event in Robinson on the weekend.    

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the minutes from October 2, 2013.  Motion carried 4-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the consent agenda: Set November 20 at 7:15 pm as the date and time for a Public Hearing on unpaid City fees and accounts; accept resignation of Richard Nichols as Recording Secretary and approve cemetery deed and receipt of perpetual care payment for S ½ of N ½ of Lot 58, Section B, 2nd Addition – Roszak.  Motion carried 4-0.     

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to approve and pay Claims. Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Consider Ordinance – RV parking
The City has had issues with RVs and similar vehicles parked in the street or otherwise in the City and there are limitations under current ordinances.  The City attorney had drafted an ordinance that would define the limits for the parking and use of such vehicles therefore creating the ability to enforce reasonable rules.  The Council had suggested some modifications to the draft.

Staff presented a revised ordinance for review which incorporated all changes suggested by the Council.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2013 – 03 – R V Parking.  Motion carried 4-0.

Consider Ordinance – Rental Property Licensing
The Council has been considering an ordinance creating a program for the inspection and licensing of rental properties for code compliance.
Staff had been discussing with three qualified and interested inspectors the inspection process and the costs for inspections.  Also looked at were possible fees for the annual license.  Staff presented this information to the Council.
The Council discussed and felt that a $ 35 annual licensing fee with no inspection or re-inspection fee was acceptable.  They also thought that the inspection cycle should be three years. 

Staff was directed to have the attorney make the changes and additions discussed and return with a new draft for further review.

Consider Ordinance – SCI Cable Franchise Agreement
Staff presented a memo from the city attorney stating that an agreement had been reached on all terms and that they recommend that the City approve the new franchise agreement.  The memo went on to outline the basic terms and conditions of the new agreement.

Motion Stadin, second Bonander to adopt Ordinance 2013 – 05, a franchise agreement with SCI Cable.  Motion approved 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Consider increase in liquor liability insurance requirements
The issues several temporary liquor licenses every year and requires a minimum of $ 300,000 in liability insurance.   There were memos from the City attorney and the City’s insurance representative recommending that the City require at least one million per occurrence.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to increase the minimum amount of liquor liability insurance required to one million per occurrence for all temporary licenses.  Motion carried 4-0.

Authorize contract negotiation for Fire Hall work
Staff had advertised twice and received no responses for gutter and masonry work on the exterior of the Fire Hall.  This is necessary work to preserve the integrity of the building.
Staff is requesting authorization to negotiate a contract or contracts to have this work done. 

Motion Atterbury, second Kester to authorize Administrator to negotiate for gutter and masonry work on Fire Hall building.  Motion approved 4-0.

Consider amendments to Personnel Policy - Fire Department rules and regulations
The City first adopted personnel policies for the Fire Department in 2008. The Department has suggested some changes which would redefine the appointment of officers redefine their job responsibilities and clarify attendance requirements.

Fire Chief Andy Spartz highlighted some of the changes and stated that this had been discussed by the membership of the Fire Department and recommended by them for approval.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the amended Personnel Policy changes to the Fire Department Rules and Regulations.  Motion approved 4-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Consider purchase of Angle Park
The City has had a park along Angle Avenue for many years.  The land is leased from BNSF.  Over the years the City has made a number of improvements to the park including a new skating rink, a skateboard park and fencing.

The Park & Recreation Commission would like to make further improvements to the park including a sewer line so there can be an operable toilet, a picnic shelter and horseshoe pits.  

Their concerns include the annual lease cost of over $ 1,800 and the language of the permit allows BNSF to take back the land on short notice.   They are hesitant to make more investments into the park.  They feel that the suggested improvements would make it more user friendly.

The Commission passed a motion at their last meeting recommending the City pursue the purchase of Angle Park from BNSF.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to authorize the Administrator to negotiate with BNSF the purchase of Angle Park.  Motion approved 4-0.






Consider Resolution 2013 – 17 – adopting Pine County All Hazard Mitigation Plan
To be eligible for FEMA funding there needs to be an approved mitigation plan in place.  For the City to be eligible for federal mitigation or disaster funding it needs to approve and adopt the County All Hazard Mitigation Plan.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to adopt Resolution 2013 – 17 to adopt the Pine County All Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept Paid claims report and minutes of Park & Recreation Commission.  Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES & COMMUNICATIONS: 
There was a letter received from the Minnesota Department of Health concerning the results of water testing at selected sites in Sandstone.  For the first time there were elevated levels of copper in the samples.  There were materials mailed to the affected properties and PeopleService is looking at certain actions on the operations side to address these issues.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:  
Staff noted a number of upcoming workshops and conferences.  The Administrator will be on vacation the week of October 20.  The Pine Soil and Water Board tour of Robinson Park and the St Croix River Association Forestry tour went well.  Work is continuing on a title issue on the old Public Works site and a closing is scheduled for the end of the month.
