Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
There were none.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
John Kern reminded the council of the upcoming 9th Annual Veterans Golf Tournament in Sandstone on May 25, 2013.
Griffith reminded council that potholes need to be reported to City Hall for repair.
Atterbury reported that a resident complained about the plow truck hitting his fence.  The resident inquired about the repair procedure.  Staff informed the Mayor that the resident needs to have the work done and send the bill to the City for payment.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve meeting minutes of March 20 and March 27, 2013 with the correction of the date of the Fire Department meeting from April 13 to April 3, 2013 on the March 20, 2013 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve consent agenda as follows:
Authorize advertising for summer public works laborer and approve additional contract work under Invasive Species Removal grant. 
There was a question about poison ivy being removed under this contract.  Staff informed council that  poison ivy is not on the list of invasive species for this grant.  
Motion carried 4-0.
FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve and pay the claims.  Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
There were none.

NEW BUSINESS:
Adopt Resolution 2013-07: Support for street improvement districts
The creation of street improvement districts would allow the city to charge fees for properties within the district for street improvement and maintenance.  The League of Mn Cities is requesting cities to provide resolutions of support for this legislation.  

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve Resolution 2013-07 in support of legislation creating street improvement districts. Motion failed 2-2.

Adopt Resolution 2013-08:Set fees for snow removal
The City has an ordinance that allows property owners in the downtown business district to place their snow from their parking lots into the City street (not County Road or State Highway) and have it removed by the City but only if a signed contract is in place.  The contract states that owners will pay the fee as listed in the City’s Fee Schedule.  

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to amend the City 2013 Fee Schedule to add fees for placing snow into a city street for removal by the city in the downtown business district only.  Motion carried 4-0.

Approve application for Conservation Partners Legacy grant-Robinson Park
The city is considering doing additional work under the Invasive Species grant including the cutting and spraying of roots of removed buckthorn and honeysuckle along the river.  Pine Soil and Water made the city aware that the Conservation Partners Legacy Grant program has remaining funds that need to be spent and that a project complementing what we are doing in Robinson Park meets their criteria.  They would be interest in a project that would do replacement plantings in the cutover area along the river to improve habitat, provide screening but also provide a longer term check on the regrowth of the invasive species.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to pursue a Conservation Partners Legacy Grant subject to Council review of any contract and match requirements.  Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS:
Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve Paid claims report.  Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS:
Sandstone Township regarding sharing election space
A letter was received from the Sandstone Township clerk regarding sharing election space with the City.  The township board recommends not joining with the city at their polling place.
