Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: none

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Deputy Mattson gave the monthly incident report.  There were 155 calls.   Kern again discussed the need for cameras to monitor Train Park and the Veterans Memorial.    

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve the minutes from September 4, 2013.  Motion carried 4-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Bonander requested item C be removed for separate consideration.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve the consent agenda: Approve sale of cemetery plot and receipt of perpetual care payment; Approve waiver of noise ordinance for Huebner-Finley; and approve payment to Sheriff’s Mounted Patrol for $ 300.  Motion carried 4-0.     

Jill Warner discussed Item C which is a request to the City to participate in the costs of a marketing effort by Warner Consulting at the Arrowhead Winter Show.   The Chamber does many good things but really needs to do more marketing of themselves and the community.  The Arrowhead Winter Show will allow the Chamber to test out some marketing materials and efforts to learn what might be useful and effective in the future.  The Chamber will match the City’s participation.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve participation in the costs of marketing at the Arrowhead Winter Show in an amount of $ 500.  Motion approved 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay Claims. Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Update on sale of Public Works property
The work is underway installing the sanitary sewer to the site and a service line to the building.   Closing is scheduled for early October as there is still some title work being done.

Reconsider request for Slow – Children at Play signs
The Council had voted at the last meeting to not install any “Slow – Children at Play” signs as requested.  They asked if the City had any signs available.  Staff stated that they do have several of these signs.  No motion was introduced to reconsider the previous action. 


Consider Ordinance – RV parking
The City has had issues with RVs and similar vehicles parked in the street or in the City and the limitations under current ordinances to limit on street or private property parking and on the use of the vehicles as living quarters when so parked.  The City attorney drafted an ordinance that would define the limits for the parking and use of such vehicles therefore creating the ability to enforce reasonable rules.  
The Council had asked about the ability to fine people for violations such as these.  Staff shared a memo from the City attorney that the city is very limited in it ability to directly fine someone for being in violation of this ordinance.  The memo discussed the City’s ability to set and enforce fines.
No action requested.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
