Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve the agenda with the deletions of 9K regarding hiring Cassandra Matrious as warming house attendant and 12H, the Resolution 2016-03 – Fee Schedule and with the additions of 9L – authorizing staff to get a proposal from WSB for Legacy Grant application, 9M – approving a commercial use permit for Robinson Park to Positive Energy Outdoors subject to insurance submission and 9N - hiring Timothy Laursen as the warming house attendant.  Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Resolution 2016-02
Motion Kester, second Franklin to adopt Resolution 2016-02 changing the signatories for the City’s bank accounts by removing Leonard Bonander and adding Pete Spartz as a new signatory.  Motion carried 4-0.

Tim Franklin as At-Large EDA member
With his appointment to the City Council, the Council will need to withdraw its appointment of Tim Franklin as an at-large EDA member and authorize advertising for that position.

Motion Spartz, second Kester to withdraw the appointment of Tim Franklin as an appointed at-large EDA member and authorize the Administrator to advertise such.  Motion carried 4-0.

Economic Development Authority members
The City Council is asked to appoint members to the Economic Development Authority.

Motion Franklin, second Spartz to appoint Carl Steffen, Brandon Devlin, Phil Kester, Pete Spartz and Tim Franklin to serve as the Sandstone EDA for 2016.  Further, the Council reaffirms its appointment of Brian Warner to the EDA for a two-year term.  Motion carried 4-0.
