ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the agenda with the addition of 12B and 12C. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Deputy Matson reviewed December’s service calls which included a burglary at the old school, 6 suspicious activity calls and 28 traffic stops.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: None

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve minutes from January 7 and January 15. Spartz noted one change to the January 15 minutes – line 9 of the Business Park Development. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Spartz to approve the consent agenda: authorizing Administrator to attend Legislative Day Feb 10- regional Parks & Trails and LMC Legislative Conference March 4 & 5; approve extension of County contract for HR services; accept resignation of Ramon Buzo from the Park & Recreation Commission; appoint Jill Baum to the Park & Recreation Commission; retain Ehlers as Disclosure Agent for SEC reporting. Motion approved 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to approve financial reports and pay claims. Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Campus Infrastructure Improvements
The Council authorized SEH to amend the campus infrastructure Feasibility Study to include a bridge option.

Motion Bonander, second Spartz to adopt Resolution 2015-05 accepting the amended Feasibility Study for the campus infrastructure improvement project. Carried 5-0.

Business Park Extension
The Council authorized SEH to develop a Feasibility Study to study the costs of improving the Old Military and Airport Rd to create a construction entrance and to study the costs of extending infrastructure from the Medical Campus site to the south end of the EDA Business Park.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to adopt Resolution 2015-06 accepting the Feasibility Study for the extension of infrastructure to the Business Park project. Motion carried 5-0.

Reimbursement Resolution
The City is proceeding with the planning and funding for the infrastructure of the Business Park and improvements for the construction entrance. Federal law permits a city to reimburse itself for certain capital expenditures from bond proceeds before the bonds are issued but only if it declares its intent to do so.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2015-07 a Reimbursement Resolution. Motion carried 5-0.
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NEW BUSINESS:
Amend Sign Ordinance
The owner of the Golf Course requested the Council to either allow her sign to remain after the property sale or to provide a new place along the freeway for her to place the sign. The Planning Commission was petitioned to amend the sign ordinance so that the Golf Course sign may be moved to a new location on EDA property.

Motion Franklin, second Steffen to approve Ordinance 2015-01 which amends the City Sign Ordinance to allow an exception for an off premise sign and an exception for certain freestanding sign requirements in an industrial district and further to direct staff to help find a suitable location on EDA property and put the sign back up. Motion approved 5-0.

Resolution Certifying Actions
The City has authorized certain actions in regards to the medical campus Business Park project and the City’s attorney is recommending these actions be certified in Resolution 2015-08.

Motion Franklin, second Spartz to adopt Resolution 2015-08, a Resolution certifying actions already taken by the Sandstone City Council in regards to the development of the medical campus site and Business Park. Motion carried 5-0.


Board of Review
Pine County has set dates for Board of Review meetings. The County has set April 14th for the City. State law requires at least one member of the Board of Review must attend training. Currently, no one on the Council has received training and at least two Council members should take the training. Council member Kester stated he had received training in 2014.

Motion Kester, second Spartz to set a Special Meeting for April 14, 2014 at 6:30 pm to sit as the Board of Review. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to accept Paid Claims Dec 31 & Jan 7, Cash Balance report, People Service Operation report, Planning Commission minutes, and Quality of Life Task Force minutes. Motion carried 5-0.
