ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve the agenda with the additions of approving an employment agreement for Interim City Administrator, a temporary increase in hours & salary for assistant clerk and a written note from Leaha Jackson.  Motion carried 4-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: None

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Palmer, second Kester to accept the February 8, 2017 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve the billboard agreement with NPAHD, the quote for the library outlet installation by Maser Electric and Resolution 2017-07 – the Small Cities Grant Slum & Blight Conditions.  Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
A/P Clerk – Claims
Motion Kester, second Franklin to accept and pay claims.  Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Bonander Property
Citations were issued to Leonard Bonander, Jr. in December 2016 addressing various commercial property maintenance concerns.  The arraignment date has been set for February 22, 2017 and a pretrial hearing would most likely be set within 30 days of that date.  Mr. Bonander came to the council meeting and gave an update on the repairs.  The City Administrator received a note from the building inspector explaining the percentage of all exterior surfaces that have to be in good repair to pass inspection.

Employment agreement for Interim City Administrator
The city’s attorney drew up an employment agreement for the Interim City Administrator.  

Motion Palmer, second Kester to accept the employment agreement for Interim City Administrator which will be effective March 6, 2017.  Motion carried 4-0.

Temporary Increase in Hour & Salary for Assistant Clerk
Administrator Seibert brought the suggestion from the personnel committee to increase Tesla Chester’s hours to fill the Utility Billing position in Leaha Jackson’s absence.

Motion Kester, second Palmer to accept the temporary hour increase of 30 hours and salary increase of $14.50 for the Assistant Clerk’s position in Leaha Jackson’s absence. Motion carried 4-0.
NEW BUSINESS
Transmissions Plus Conditional Use Permit
Transmission Plus was granted a conditional use permit to sell used cars in December 2011.  The Conditional Use Permit limited the number of vehicles on the property to six and each had to be properly identified as such.  These conditions have not been met and a letter of notification was mailed to the owner, John Benjaminson. 

Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve notifying the owner regarding necessary compliance within 30 days.  Motion carried 4-0.

Resolution 2017-06
Due to the resignation of Peter Spartz from the council to serve as Mayor, the council needs to appoint someone to the empty council seat.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion Palmer, second Franklin to approve Resolution 2017-06 appointing Brandon Devlin to serve the remainder of the unexpired term of Council Member Pete Spartz until a special election for the office is held at the next regular City election on November 8, 2018.  This will take effect at the next council meeting.  Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS: 
Motion Kester, second Franklin to accept the reports of paid claims and investment.  Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS: 
Leaha Jackson explained the conference on Cybersecurity and Crisis Communication she attended last week, what she learned and how the City will implement those procedures.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: 
The city received communication today from Minnesota Power regarding a tree that is to be taken down in the Veterans Memorial at Train Park.  The administrator requested information regarding who might be contacted in regards to this.  The housing meeting went well with Pine County amply represented.
