CALL TO ORDER:  7:04 PM

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council, guests and staff recite pledge of allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Kester, second Palmer to approve the agenda with the deletion of Resolutions 2016-14, 2016-15 and 2016-20 – KC Companies TIF and the addition of Resolution 2016-17 – Alley Paving Project.   Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Leonard Bonander, Kettle River Hospitality, Inc. Liquor License
Mr. Bonander went over the purchase two buildings and is requesting the council reconsider their decision not to grant a Liquor license to Kettle River Hospitality.  
The protocol is that the council can add or delete anything from the agenda.  The request to have this item put on the agenda for today was received on Sunday, April 17.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve the addition of reconsidering granting Kettle River Hospitality, Inc. a liquor license onto the agenda. Motion carried 4-1 with Steffen dissenting.

Motion Kester, second Palmer to reconsider the granting of a liquor license for Kettle River Hospitality, Inc.  Motion carried 3-2 with Steffen and Franklin dissenting.

There was discussion regarding the names on the paperwork.  The buildings are owned by a separate corporation.  The names of the owner and all partners have to be on the application – Leonard Bonander is 100% owner of both buildings.  The city is able to grant five liquor licenses, and two are currently being used.  There was discussion regarding the time limitations of having the renovations done and possibility of forfeiting the building.   The current liquor license application has both buildings in it.  The council was reminded that there is nothing in the liquor licensing regulations that requires the existence of a building or stipulates the conditions of buildings involved.  Mr. Bonander explained the history of his family’s businesses and his concern for the public’s welfare in regards to serving liquor to them.  

Motion Devlin, second Kester to grant a liquor license for one year pursuant making the building improvements that have been noted.  Motion carried 3-2 with Franklin and Steffen dissenting.

Sherriff’s Report
Deputy Anderson reported on the activity in the city over the last month including several nuisance calls.
The deputy inquired regarding the curfew hours in Robinson Park and how the council wants them handled.  At what point does the city want unoccupied vehicles towed?  The council directed the deputy to use his best judgment with towing of unauthorized vehicles being acceptable.  

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: Devlin has received more complaints on the property on Lark.  A thank you note was received from Gail Leverson – another candidate for Administrator.  The citywide clean up is scheduled for the 23rd.  There were comments regarding commercial inspections and the results when compliance is not achieved.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Franklin, second Kester to accept the April 1 & 2; April 6, 2016 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
Motion Kester, second Devlin to open public hearing at 7:49 pm regarding the TIF Plan for KC Companies.  Motion carried 5-0.

Scott Hendricks spoke on his being very concerned making sure the health facility and its food services are built.  KC Company cares about the communities they are in.

At 7:50, motion Franklin, second Palmer to continue public hearing to a date to be determined.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve special event permit for PaddleFest, appointment of Jessica Seibert as Sandstone City Clerk Treasurer, Mayor attendance at MN Mayors Association conference, participation agreement with Operating Engineers to offer health insurance, amendment to Seibert employment contract regarding health insurance and Seibert registration for two conferences and trainings.   Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
A/P Clerk – Claims.
Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
2016 Street Project and Authorize Quotes
The City has funds budgeted for street improvements - $115,000 and the council members volunteered to drive around and look for streets that need repair.  There were several areas noted by the council that need work.  Some will need sewer and water work done.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to get quotes on 5th St (from Main to River Bluff) and Jefferson St.  Motion carried 5-0.

Advertising for Summer Park Position
The City budgets for seasonal help in the summer for two positions: a park maintenance position, which includes weekend work and a streets and parks helper who primarily mows.  The Council authorized advertising for the mowing position but took no action on the parks person.

Motion Kester, second Palmer to approve advertising for the Summer Park position for 25 hours/week.  Motion carried 4-1 with Devlin dissenting.

Resolution 2016-16 Approve Final Payment for Alley Paving Project
The City had Tri-City Paving repave three blocks of alley in the downtown area.  The contract was piggy backed onto a County project to achieve better costs.  Tri-City has completed the work and the County has sent a bill for the final payment of $3,026.71.

Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve Resolution 2016-16 accepting the work and approving final payment to Tri-City Paving in the amount of $3,026.71 subject to Pine County providing required closing documentation.   Motion carried 5-0.

Resolution 2016-17 Order Cost for Paving Assessed and Set Hearing
The 2014 Alley Paving Project is completed the cost of the improvements came to $60,325 which was significantly less that the original estimate of $115,000.  
Franklin announced his conflict of interest as he owns two parcels and recused himself.

Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve Resolution 2016-17 accessing 30% of the project’s costs to the 41 parcels affected by it to be paid over ten years and set a public hearing.  Motion carried 4-0 with Councilman Franklin having recused himself.

NEW BUSINESS
$1000 Donation for Family Pathways Sandstone Food Shelf
The City is limited in how it uses public funds for donations.  Donations to food shelves are permitted.  Family Pathways is requesting a donation to assist with the local food shelf.

Motion Palmer, second Franklin approve $1000 donation for the Sandstone Family Pathways Food Shelf.  Motion carried 4-1 with Devlin dissenting.



Contract with Northwood’s Humane Society in Wyoming
Guardian Angels shelter closed leaving the city with no shelter within the county for dogs.  The city has talked to the Wyoming Humane Society.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve contract with Northwood’s Humane Society in Wyoming after some changes are made to the contract.  Motion carried 4-1 with Devlin dissenting.

Resolution 2016-19 Approving Grant Agreement with DEED
City was awarded $200,000 in the 2014 bonding bill with funds coming through DEED.  DEED has prepared a Grant Agreement for the City to approve.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve Resolution 2016-19 – approving Grant agreement with DEED.  Motion carried 5-0.

Resolution 2016 – 21 Approving Revised Grant Agreement with MNDOT
City was awarded $1,350,000 in the 2015 bonding bill and through a competitive grant from the Local Road Improvement Project funds through MNDOT.  Originally, the agreement required that Pine County act as the City’s fiscal agent for the funds.  MNDOT has agreed to waive some rules and allow the City to be its own fiscal agent for the LRIP funds.
  
Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve Resolution 2016-20, the revised grant agreement with MNDOT and sign documents relating to the funding.  Motion carried 5-0.

Administrator to Develop Support for NLX Locating in Sandstone
The City has made presentations and developed plans to convince NLX and MNDOT that Sandstone should be considered a location for a maintenance and/or layover facility.  The selection process for these locations has become very political.  We need to improve our support from other participants who would also benefit from Sandstone’s selection.

Motion Kester, second Devlin to authorize administrator to develop support from the local communities for the maintenance and/or layover location to be located in Sandstone while keeping to a minimum cost.  Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Devlin, second Kester to accept the reports of paid claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS: None

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT   
April 21, City County Relation meeting in Sturgeon Lake and will include Animal Control discussion. April 26 is the next NPAHD Board meeting.  May 9, there will a Respectful Workplace training by League at 3 pm at City Hall and later at the Fire Hall.  It is recommended that the Council attend.
As soon as the city gets the letter from the federal EDA, the bidding process can begin.  As soon as the new numbers are received from KC, the council will have a special meeting to complete work on the TIF and any financing gap.
