REGULAR MEETING
May 3, 2017

CALL TO ORDER:  6:00 PM

ROLL CALL:  Kester, Spartz, Palmer and Devlin
Members absent: Franklin
Staff present: Interim Administrator Jackson and Recording Secretary Nelson
Others present: Greg Anderson with SEH and Deputy Chuck Anderson

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council, guests and staff recited pledge of allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Kester, second Palmer to move the discussion regarding liquor licenses for Rich’s Bar, The Gas Light, Sandstone Area Golf Course and Sandstone Lanes to the next meeting.  Motion carried 3-1 with Devlin dissenting.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve the agenda with the addition of approving the administrator recruitment profile and monetary limits on municipal tort liability into the consent agenda.  Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: Sheriff Deputy Anderson reported on the incidents this past month including the driving of four wheelers in inappropriate locations.  He also spoke regarding the person living in the ice house on private property, difficulties at the old school and a theft at the laundry mat.  Seven-day a week coverage is an option for the city.  Currently the sign at Robinson Park “requests” people wanting to use the camp to acquire a permit.  Deputy Anderson requested that the wording be changed to “requires.”

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: None

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept the April 25, 2017 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve personnel committee recommendation for summer Streets & Parks positions, Lauren Degerstrom resignation from the Fire Department, contract with Phase for mowing/grounds keeping services, Kettle River Paddle Festival Special Event permit, the city administrator recruitment profile, not waiving the monetary limits on municipal tort liability and portable toilets for Kettle River Paddle Festival.  Motion carried 4-0.
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FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
A/P Clerk – Claims
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept and pay claims.  Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Capital Improvement Plan Updates 
Greg Anderson from SEH expounded on the project proposal for the Council.  He also explained the financing options and timing of the application.  The council discussed the additional projects that were included.  

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept the SEH workup.  Motion carried 4-0.
Motion Devlin, Palmer second to complete the form that will get the City on the MN Department of Health Municipal Revolving Fund Project Priority List.  Motion carried 4-0.

Financial Plan for the Capital Improvement Plan
The Council has chosen six projects from the CIP and a financial plan is needed to guide the city in financing the projects.

Motion Devlin, second Spartz to get an estimate from Ehlers on what it will cost per project to complete a financial plan that will enable the Council to fund the selected Capital Improvement projects.  Motion carried 4-0.

Ordinance 2017-02 Amending Property Maintenance Code Language
The Council has adopted a policy regulating property maintenance under the International Property Maintenance Code.  The IPMC was amended in 2014 with the insertion of “At least 50% of” to the beginning of the first sentence regarding what part of the building would constitute a material lack of exterior surface protective treatments.  If passed, the ordinance will become effective after being published.  

Motion Kester, second Spartz to amend Chapter IV, Section 425 of the Sandstone City Code by inserting the following language at the end of the paragraph “In cases where the City Council has approved the issuance of an order to correct the deteriorated exterior of a building and a determination has been made by the Building Official that a building permit is needed for the building, 85% of the exterior structure will be required to be brought into compliance with this paragraph and shall be weather resistant and water tight.”  Motion carried 4-0.

Land Conveyance to Pine County; Tax ID 45.5529.000
This parcel adjoins other County properties and the county will most likely be asking for conveyance to them.  The other adjoining property owner, Stuart Halonen, was notified and spoke with Pine County about any concerns that he had.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Norell Property Valuations of 45.7002.000
Currently, the City leases Angle Park from BNSF on an annual basis; for 2017 the lease is $2140.00 and increases 3% per year.  The Park and Recreation Committee would like to investigate if purchasing the property from BNSF would be a viable option.  There may be grants available to help purchase the property but they would require an appraisal. 

Motion Devlin, second Kester to have staff inquire with BNSF as to the price of the PID 45.7002.00 before funding an appraisal.  Motion carried 4-0.

Portable Toilets
The City provides portable toilets at the local parks and public gathering locations were bathroom facilities are not available.  Previous locations were Johnson Park, the baseball field, farmer’s market, Arts in the Park, Quarry Days, neighborhood night out, Paddle Festival, Ice Climbing Festival and the flea market.  The Council discussed the flea market that takes place in the empty lot near the fire station.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to contact the flea market participants and give them a month for them to become properly organized with management personnel.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Palmer, second Devlin to approve portable toilets from Paul’s Portables to be used at the locations used in the past.  Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS: 
Motion Palmer, second Kester to accept the reports of paid claims and investment.  Motion carried 4-0.

Star Tribune has a report on the Kettle River white water rafting which was published April 28, 2017.  Construction is going forward on Lundorff Drive and they will be finishing the sewer portion soon.  Next week the turn lanes will be cut in.  Tuesday, May 9 is the open house for the hospital.  The monument sign is being worked on, as well.
