PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: A resident asked that the ditches along Grouse St., be looked at.  Leaha and a city engineer have been called out.  A city wide clean-up day was discussed.  The Quality of Life Task Force will not be doing it this year.  The Sandstone Lions and Girl Scouts might be willing and able to coordinate one next year.

CONSENT AGENDA: 
There was discussion in the planning committee meeting regarding functions that occur on the same dates as Arts in the Park as well as having food service establishments open to serve visitors.  

Motion Palmer, second Spartz to approve the Administrator’s attendance at the Minnesota Rural Water’s meeting, reimbursement to Lois Newey for sewer backup, a special event permit for Arts in the Park and an advertisement for quotes for Class V for the city alleys.  Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Liquor Licenses
Richard E. Thoennes of Rich’s Bar, Kettle River Hospitality, Sandstone Area Golf Course and Dan Lang of Sandstone Lanes are requesting various liquor licenses all of which are subject to licenses payment, Sheriff background checks and proper insurance.  If approved by the City Council and the other requirements met, the applications will be mailed to the Minnesota Alcohol and Gambling Enforcement for final approval.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve on sale liquor, off sale liquor and Sunday liquor license to Richard E. Thoennes at Rich's Bar; on sale liquor, off sale liquor and Sunday liquor license to Kettle River Hospitality, Inc, dba The Gas Light; on sale liquor and Sunday liquor to Sandstone Area Golf Course LLC, dba Sandstone Area Golf Course; and 3.2 on sale to Dan Lang, dba Sandstone Lanes.  Motion carried 4-0.
Update on 302 Main
A letter from Richard Drotning was received indicating that the building exterior of Parcel No. R45.5316.000 is now in compliance with the City Property Maintenance Ordinance and Building and Fire Safety Code for Vacant Buildings.

Flea Market
It was brought up at the last city council meeting that the flea market held beside the fire department needs a coordinator.  This person would be responsible for the flea market meeting city regulations.  The individuals conducting the market were contacted by staff.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to ask the coordinator to complete an event permit for flea market and to have a sign advertising dates and times.  Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Kennedy and Graven to Amend Liquor Sales in City Code
Currently City Code states that there can be no off-sale of liquor on Sundays and this will need to be amended to reflect new legislation.  Whereas the City could have more restrictive hours on Sunday, the council agreed that the City Code should reflect the state legislation. 

Motion Palmer, second Franklin to engage Kennedy and Graven to amend the City Code to reflect new legislation.  Motion carried 4-0.

There will be a special council meeting on June 5 with Richard Fursman during which he will present the top five candidates.  There is a NLX meeting on May 24 at 10 a.m. at the Pine City Court House.  The $1.2 million temporary bond will be coming due August 1, 2017.
