Council, guests and staff recite pledge of allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Franklin, second Devlin to approve the agenda with the removal of 5A TIF and KC approvals; it being moved to a June meeting and move 12D Approval of Minds Unlimited LLC to after consent agenda.   Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
TreeHouse
TreeHouse programs are designed to meet the social, emotional, physical, intellectual and spiritual needs of teens.  Luke Keranen has worked at the school as an athletic trainer and represents TreeHouse.  The service started in the Twin cities about 32 years ago.  They work with kids that are struggling at school or at home.  The program has spread out to nine locations in the state and opened out of state services in the fall of 2014.  In working with the teenagers, TreeHouse tries to reduce at-risk behavior, build healthy relationships, promote mentor relationships, and assure that they will graduate high school.  The program has been in Sandstone for two years and is sponsored by Memorial Drive Fellowship in Askov. They are hoping to add another full time position soon.  They want to make people aware of the service they offer. TreeHouse has one fundraiser in Pine City per year in July and is actively looking for sponsors.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept the May 4, 2016 meeting minutes with the addition of Jessica Seibert’s name to those present.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
The City undertook and completed the 2014 Alley Improvement Project as a 429-assessment project wherein a portion of the total project is assessed to the benefiting properties.  Notices were sent out to each affected property owner and notice was published in the Courier.  

Motion Franklin, second Devlin to open a public hearing at 7:12pm to hear comments on the 2014 Alley Improvement Project.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Kester to end the public meeting at 7:15.  Motion failed due to lack of a second.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to close the public meeting at 7:27pm.  Motion carried 4-0 with Franklin absenting.  

Franklin recused himself from the vote. 
Motion Kester, second Steffen to pass Resolution 2016-22 and adopt assessment roll.  Motion 4-0.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve liquor licenses for Rich’s Bar, Sandstone Area Golf Course and 3.2 for Sandstone Lanes, approve Seibert membership in Mn City/County Management Association, remove Griffith and add Seibert on the City banking accounts (Resolution 2016-28), remove Griffith and add Seibert on safety deposit box, establish Debt Service Fund 331 for the Business & Medical Park and authorize Fire Department grant application for equipment.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Palmer, second Kester to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Resolution 2016 – 26 – Waive Certain Parcel Split Requirements for Greenly
It has been requested that certain lot split requirements be waived to split a parcel of land into two parcels, one will be retained by the City and the other will be conveyed to Lee Greenly.  There has been a survey of the parcels and new legal descriptions have been developed.  There was some discussion regarding the completeness of the legal description.  

Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve Resolution 2016-26, waiving certain parcel split requirements for Lee Greenly.  Motion carried 5-0.

Resolution 2016 – 27 –Approve Parcel Split for Greenly
Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve Resolution 2016-27, granting the parcel split for Lee Greenly.  Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Authorize hire of Brad Yaste for Summer Parks & Streets 
The City budgets for temporary help in the summer for a streets and parks helper who primarily cares for Robinson Park and the position has been approved by the council.  There was one application received for the position.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve hiring Brad Yaste for up to 25 hours per week at $11.50 per hour for no more than six months for the summer parks and streets position. Motion carried 4-1 with Devlin dissenting.

Authorize Seibert as authorized City and EDA representative for federal EDA
The City Administrator serves as the representative for the City and the Sandstone EDA for the Federal EDA Grant.  

Motion Franklin, second Kester to authorize Seibert as an authorized City and EDA representative for the federal EDA.  Motion carried 5-0.

Approve Back-up Generator for Quarry Place Lift Station
PeopleService operates the City’s water and sewer systems.  All waste for the Business Park will be coming through the Quarry Place lift station.  It is important to business operations that service is not interrupted during power outages.  Installation of a back-up generator will prevent a disruption in service.  There was discussion regarding where in the budget this will come from and whether the purchase went out for bid.  

Motion Kester, second Palmer to authorize purchasing and installing a back-up generator for the Quarry Place lift station.  Motion carried 4-1 with Devlin dissenting.

Approve Conditional Use Permit for Minds Unlimited LLC with Conditions
Minds Unlimited, LLC has applied for a conditional use permit for the new old high school building on Eagle Drive to operate a charter school.  The property is zoned Tier Three and all uses, if permitted are conditional. Staff noted that when the planning commission voted to accept, it was with the Finding of Facts – the conditions noted.  A question was asked about back taxes being paid if the permit is granted.  There is over $29,000 in taxes owed.  There was discussion regarding the school here being part of the community.  It is a great employment base.  Another council member noted that charter schools can fill a need that is not being addressed by the public school system.  The empty building that is not being utilized was mentioned.  

Motion Devlin, second Palmer, amended Franklin to approve the Conditional Use permit for Minds Unlimited, LLC with the conditions as recommended by the Planning Commission, with the taxes being paid in full.  Motion carried 4-1 with Steffen dissenting.

Designate No Parking for 10 feet on 3rd Street
The council has the ability to post street signs.  The owner of Sandstone Ace Hardware has requested 10 ft. section of 3rd St as no parking.  The owner has stated that semi-truck deliveries are unable to be delivered when vehicles are parked up to the alley and has contacted the MNDOT in Duluth who have stated that approval will be given conditional on the City’s approval.  There was discussion regarding the one-way restriction on that alley.  That issue can be discussed at the next meeting.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to authorize the creating of a no-parking zone and installation of signs as proposed.  Motion carried 5-0.

Approve Preliminary Plat – Business Park
The EDA has submitted a preliminary plat creating 13 lots in the Business & Medical Park.  The proposed subdivision is located south of Highway 23.  The parcels will be served with City water and sewer of sufficient capacity to provide for potential needs of this subdivision.  EAW has been completed on the entire property.  The proposed subdivisions are in compliance with the City’s Comprehensive Plan and the Planning Commission held the required Public Hearing and accepted input from the community.

Motion Palmer, second Kester to approve the Preliminary Plat for the Business and Medical Park.  Motion carried 4-1 with Devlin dissenting.

REPORTS
Motion Devlin, second Kester to accept the reports of paid claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS: None

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT   
Tesla Apple sent the city a nice letter regarding her training session with the Minnesota Municipal Clerks Institute.  The city did not get the grant from the East Central Regional Arts Council for the mural – the one that’s being done in conjunction with the Smithsonian water display.
