Business Park Infrastructure Financing

The Federal EDA has sent a letter with their decision not to fund our application.   The letter stated while the application was complete and consistent with EDA guidelines listed but there were some deficiencies in the application that made it less competitive.
Staff has contacted EDA to discuss how the deficiencies might be addressed and whether it would be feasible for the City to resubmit.  There has been some frustration in getting a response and the submission deadlines are close.  The next round is due June 12 with approval at the end of July. That is not very much time in which to re-do an application.
There are some alternatives to EDA funding but we need to know whether or not it is feasible to resubmit before pursuing other avenues.  The City also does not know whether or not it will receive any additional State funds.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to authorize staff to submit a modified application to the Federal EDA for funds, if feasible.  Motion approved 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Spartz to authorize staff to contact elected officials to help receive clarifications from the Federal EDA.   Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Steffen to authorize staff to submit a preliminary application request to the State for inclusion in the 2016 Bonding bill.  Motion carried 4-0.

Drivers License Office closure
After experiencing a considerable amount of frustration, the City has finally received correct information from the State on what the City must do to close the current drivers license office.   It requires direct Council action notifying the state of our decision to discontinue service.

Motion Franklin, second Steffen to direct staff to notify the State that the City will discontinue service of the Driver License Agent office # 715.  Motion carried 4-0.

Council member Franklin left.

There was a brief discussion about financing alternatives for the infrastructure.
