CALL TO ORDER:  6:02 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council, guests and staff recited pledge of allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve the agenda with the addition of the minutes from the June 5, 2017 special meeting and a written notice from Katie Cundiff.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Deputy Anderson reported on the calls for the month of May including several calls from the new hospital which is working the bugs out of their system.  The council inquired as to the regulations regarding RVs in Robinson Park.
David Johnson came before the council to report on tires that were removed by the City from his yard.  He is being charged a disposal fee for the tires.  The council discussed what is done with items that are removed, what property can be taken and how much notice is given before removal.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: There is a large dip in the intersection of Pine and Minnesota on the northwest side of the road.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept the June 5, 2017 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Franklin, second Devlin to approve a liquor license application from the Old School Arts Center for July 21, 2017 and August 4, 2017.  Motion carried 5-0. 

Motion Spartz, second Devlin to approve a special event permit for group camping only June 16-17th with a waiver of insurance requirement.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve the quote from MPJ Enterprises for limestone application at the Eagle Drive ball fields.  Motion carried 5-0.

Palmer recused herself from the following discussion.
Motion Spartz, second Kester to approve a special event permit for Quality of Life National Night Out.  Motion carried 4-0.

The council discussed the trash receptacle that is near the property being used for the flea market and who should pay for its use.

Motion Franklin, second Spartz to approve a special event permit for the flea market with waiver of insurance requirement and the city providing a trash receptacle.  Motion carried 5-0.

FCI did not have time to make the requested bike racks but Jackson found a welder who will provide the two large ones.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve the Park and Recreation recommendation for purchase of bike racks for the library, Robinson Park, and the flower garden by the post office.  Motion carried 5-0. 

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
A/P Clerk – Claims
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Ordinance 2017-03 Amending Liquor Sales
Motion Devlin, second Kester to pass Ordinance 2017-03 amending Chapter XII, Section 1200 of the Sandstone City Code regarding liquor sales.  The changes are in regards to the hours and days of sale and will take effect July 1, 2017.  Motion carried 5-0.

Ehlers Proposal for Financial Feasibility Analysis
Ehlers has submitted a proposal for a financial feasibility analysis for the City of Sandstone capital improvement plan.  The cost will not exceed $2,925.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve having Ehlers to do a feasibility analysis for the capital improvement plan.  Motion carried 5-0.

Ordinance 2017-04 Amending Parking Regulations
The Council has adopted a policy regulating parking under the Sandstone City Code.  1310.05 Subd. 9 was added into the code in 2008 and the staff would like direction regarding enforcement.  If the City leaves this ordinance in place, some changes should be made so that it does not conflict with our permeable surface requirements.  The council discussed the feasibility of having every property in Sandstone in compliance.  

Motion Devlin, second Spartz to abolish the 1310.05 Subd. 9 ordinance.  Motion carried 4-1 with Franklin dissenting.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Park and Recreation Request for Gin Pole at Robinson Park
Although the Park and Recreation committee is concerned about the safety and continued inclusion of the gin pole in Robinson Park, they would love to see this artifact to remain a part of the park.  The committee is requesting the City to engage SEH to assess the structural integrity and maintenance requirements of the pole.

Motion Spartz, second Palmer to approve the request to engage SEH to assess the structural integrity and maintenance requirements of the gin pole in Robinson Park.  Motion carried 5-0.

Park and Recreation Entrance Sign
The entrance sign to Robinson Park is out of date and needs to be replaced.  The Parks and Recreation commission is asking for approval to contract with Lee Dybvig for the creation of a new sign.  Mr. Dybvig is willing to donate his time and the cost would be materials only. 

Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve Mr. Dybvig making a sign for Robinson Park. Motion carried 5-0.

Fire Protection System at 214 Eagle Drive
Mr. Ringsred has been researching different funding sources available to him to install a fire sprinkler system in the old school building at 214 Eagle Drive.  State statute 429.021 allows the City to construct fire protection systems upon a petition pursuant to section 429.031, subdivision 3.  The City would provide the funding to accomplish this improvement that would, in turn, be assessed to the property and paid back to the city with interest.  The council discussed what stage the project is in.
