Council, guests and staff recited pledge of allegiance.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve the agenda with the addition of a report from the Deputy Anderson, Carolyn Tuckner speaking on behalf of the Montessori school, personnel committee recommendation to new business and two items to the administrator’s report.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Deputy Anderson reported on the activity from this past month.  The council asked the deputy about the possibility of having portable speed monitors in trouble spots around town.
Chris Henjum spoke on the changes that occurred during the last legislative session in regards to city government funding in Minnesota.      

Carolyn Tuckner spoke on Montessori teaching methods.  They will be having open houses on July 11-13, 18 & 19 from 3:30-5:30 p.m.  The school will be enrolling Kindergarten through 5th grade.  Dave Baker told the council that the building on Eagle Drive is not going to be ready by the 2017-2018 education year.

Devlin was approached by neighboring fire departments regarding participating in the Quarry Day parade.  Palmer was contacted by someone who moved back into Sandstone after being gone for several years and was disappointed that we have only one park with playground equipment.  There are also landscaping issues at Robinson Park that need to be addressed.

Ordinance 2017-07 Amending Tree Ordinance Summary
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve the amended tree ordinance summary.  Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Request from Initiative Foundation
The Initiative Foundation is requesting an allocation of $1,590 in 2018.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve the allocation of $1,590 to the Initiative Foundation in 2018.  Motion carried 5-0.

Repair of Sewer Treatment Building and Tanks
The sewage treatment tanks are in need of concrete repairs and also painting to maintain the structure.  The money would come from the sewer fund reserve.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve the quote from Thul Specialty Contracting for repair of the concrete for $14,750.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve the painting quote from Thul Specialty Contracting in the amount of $16,150.  Motion carried 5-0.

Personnel Committee Recommendations
The council discussed the personnel committee’s recommendation regarding the temporary positions in the office in relation to the Administrator coming on board.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept the personnel committee’s recommendation regarding Leaha Jackson and Tesla Chester’s positions remaining the same until August 28, 2017.  Motion carried 5-0.
