Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept the proposal from Selting Painting, LLC for painting the water plant in the amount of $2,900 and approve Administrator Seibert to serve on the MN City/County Management Association’s Professional Development Committee for the 2016/2017 calendar years. Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Rental Rehab Workshop Update
The Administrator spoke about the Rental Rehabilitation program available for landlords and the workshop that will take place on August 17, 2016.

NEW BUSINESS
Small Cities Development Grant – Nicole Klosner- Lakes and Pines
Commercial and residential rehab are both covered under this program.  Nicole explained the necessary criteria that an owner must meet to qualify for the loans.  The funds come from the Federal Department of Economic Development.
Motion Franklin, second Devlin to approve going forward with the application paperwork with Lakes and Pines for the Small Cities Development Grant.  Motion carried 5-0.

Possible Future Fire Hall Repairs
The Administrator took a tour of the building and saw several areas that have damage caused by water runoff.  Water channeling is a real issue.  An architect with SEH will look at the building next week to determine the best course of action and costs.  Administrator Seibert is working with Tyler Rae with the USDA Rural Development office to determine if funds are available to offset the costs.

Budget Process
The Administrator is looking at what has been done in the past and is preparing for the 2017 budget.  The council is invited to bring forth their ideas on the 17th for discussion.  Meetings will also be held with department heads and Administrator Seibert to gather input.  The council discussed the layout the budget is presented in.

Prairie Restorations, Inc. Rain Garden Quote
Chris’ Food Store’s east out lot beside the carwash is city owned.  It was planted as a rain garden but many of the plants have washed away and it is overgrown with weeds and invasive plants.  Prairie Restorations has submitted a quote to the administrator to cleanup and replant the area.  

Motion Devlin, to table the discussion until next meeting.  Motion died for lack of a second.  
Motion Palmer, second Franklin to honor our agreement and approve the quote for the east rain garden.  Motion carried 4-1 with Devlin dissenting.
