APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Devlin, second Franklin to accept August 3, 2016 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve a temporary liquor license for the MN Climbers Assoc.  Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
A/P Clerk – Claims
There were questions regarding a line item entry for Z-cards and Kettle River Graphics.

The administrator brought in the receipts and the council was able to reconcile the entries.

Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve and pay claims as corrected.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Alley Sign Removal
Motion Kester, second Palmer to remove the one-way signs in the alley located behind Becca’s Hair Salon and the American Legion.  Motion carried 5-0.

2017 Budget Priorities
The Administrator requested and received input from the council regarding the 2017 budget.  There was more discussion regarding the layout of the budget – to make it easier to read for the council members.  The council members were invited to discuss any particular item with the Administrator.


Security Company Quotes
The Administrator requested a recalibrated quote from ADT adding cameras to the original estimate.  People’s Security was asked to submit an estimate as well.  The costs are not in the current budget but could be worked into next year’s.  One of the council members brought up the advantage of having an additional camera outside for the benefit of downtown business.  Each group using the building would have their own codes for entering the building if an alarm system were used.  Security at the shop was also discussed.  The Administrator was asked to get additional information on at least two cameras outside.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to accept the bids for discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Kester, second Devlin to have the administrator to do additional research into cameras and sensors for the building as well as the shop. Motion carried 5-0.

Lundorff Drive Update
Tomorrow they will start working on the footings for the bridge.  There are some issues with the installation of the gas lines.

NEW BUSINESS:
Ordinance 2016-03 Opting out of Minn. Stat. §462.3593
By exercising this authority, the City is prohibiting the use of temporary family health care dwellings within the City.  This has been reviewed and approved by the planning commission.  

Motion Franklin, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2016-03 opting out of Minn. Stat. §462.3593.  Motion carried 5-0.

Eagle Drive Culvert Bid and Authorization
MPJ Enterprises, LLC has submitted an estimate for the work totaling $7,525.00.

Motion Kester, second Franklin to accept bid from MPJ Enterprises, LLC for the Eagle Drive Culvert.  Motion carried 5-0.

Water/Sewer Credit for Dan & Mary Griffith
A letter was received from Dan and Mary Griffith on July 28, 2016 detailing a burst water line due to a house fire.  They are asking that their water bill be reduced for the month of June.

Motion Kester, second Palmer to waive the entire amount.  Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Devlin, second Kester to accept the ports of paid claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS: 
The Veteran’s Administration came out and looked at the old hospital building to use as a Veteran’s Home but decided against.  There was also some information regarding the Gas Light’s building inspection.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to go back and discuss paid claims.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
There is a water leak in the main pipe that goes to the water treatment facility.  The repair will begin tomorrow.
There were nine landlords at the Rental Rehab presentation and there was a great deal of interest in it.
Comprehensive Plan update – tentatively September 15 as the kickoff date.
