ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept the agenda with revisions to 9B and 9C and the addition of 9E. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
The Council had held a workshop earlier to discuss the 2015 budgets for the City and the EDA.

2015 Budget
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to adopt Resolution 2014-19 – approve HRA levy for the EDA. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Bonander to adopt Resolution 2014-20 –Approve preliminary 2015 EDA budget. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2014-21 – adopt preliminary 2015 City Budget. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to adopt Resolution 2014-22 – adopt preliminary 2015 levy. Motion carried 5-0.

All budgets and levy require a final approval in December.

Leave of Absence Request
Councilmen Devlin requested a leave of absence from the City Council for Military Duty. Devlin requested the leave of absence during his deployment or up to the end of his term. 

Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to accept Devlin’s request for a leave of absence. Motion carried 4-0.   

By consensus Council directed staff to advertise the temporary Council position opening.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve minutes from August 20, 2014. Motion carried 5-0

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve the consent agenda: approve gaming permit for MN Climbers Association; approve pay request #2- Park Ave water main project; approve Resolution 2014-23 – request designation of Robinson Park as a park of regional significance; authorize ad for quotes for patching of city streets; and approve pay request # 1for alley sewer work. Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Campus Infrastructure Improvements
The Council authorized SEH to proceed with an updated feasibility study for the Hospital Campus Improvements. Greg Anderson had presented the study.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to approve Resolution 2014-18 accepting the feasibility study for the campus infrastructure improvement project. Motion carried 5-0.

Campus Project
The feasibility study by SEH lists work that needs to be completed for the campus project. This includes clearing of the trees in the ROW, performing soil borings, topographical surveying and wetland delineation of the Skunk Creek crossing. Some of the work needs to be accelerated in order to accommodate a January 1 submittal of the FEMA application.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the request of SEH to accelerate the work for the FEMA permit and to authorize preliminary work. Motion carried 5-0.

The City will need to provide a construction entrance to the development property.  The only access to the site is via Old Military Road and the Airport Road.   The City needs to determine what improvements may need to be done to make this possible.  Long term this will be the second entrance to the Business Park.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve SEH to determine needed improvements with preliminary cost estimates for Old Military Rd and Airport Rd. Motion carried 5-0.

Administrator Review
Every year the administrator is to undergo a performance review. An evaluation form was provided at the previous meeting. 
The review was, in general, overall positive
The administrator’s contract is also up for review. Griffith proposed a two contract proposal  with a 2 ½% pay increase in 2015 and 2016 and an increase in City’s contribution into the MN Deferred Compensation Plan from a 100% match to an additional $ 1,000 over Griffith’s contribution to a maximum of $ 4,250 each year. 

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to approve Administrator Griffith’s amended two year contract. Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Sale of old sweeper
The City declared the 1972 Elgin sweeper as surplus equipment and authorized advertising it for sale. 

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the sale of the 1972 Elgin sweeper to Robert Excavating for $750. Motion carried 5-0.

Cemetery Storage Shed
The City has a small storage shed at the cemetery for storage of supplies and equipment. The building has signs of age and the roof needs replacement. Ads were placed for proposals for a new roof and new siding. 

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve a contract with Degerstrom Construction for $4,850 to replace the roof and siding on the cemetery storage shed. Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Devlin, second Stadin to accept Paid Claims and PeopleService operations report. Motion carried 5-0.
