Appointment of temporary Council member
Council had advertised for interest and had received two applications, one of which withdrew.  Staff discussed with Council what options they have available.

Motion Kester, second Stadin to appoint Tim Franklin to the City Council/EDA. Motion carried 4-0.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve minutes of September 17, 2014.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Franklin requested that items 9D and 9E be handled separately.

Motion Franklin, second Bonander to approve consent agenda items 9A, 9B, 9C, and 9F: approve increase in firefighter pay to meet new state minimum wage requirements; authorize advertising for Lions Hill warming house attendant; authorize advertising for hockey rink warming house volunteers; and approve sale of plot and receipt of perpetual care payment- Volk. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve consent agenda items 9D and 9E: set Public Hearing for unpaid city services- Nov. 5th and set Public Hearing for unpaid utility bills and other services- Nov. 19th. Motion carried 4-0. Franklin recused himself.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Pre-Development Agreement 
The City and EDA has prepared and submitted a Preliminary Development Agreement to the NPAHD. The document was approved by the NPAHD on September 23rd. Work will start shortly on the Development Agreement.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve the final Preliminary Development Agreement and give authorization for the Mayor and Administrator to sign the document. Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Water Town Lease Amendment
The City has a lease agreement with T Mobile for antenna space on the City water towel.            T Mobile has proposed an amendment to the agreement that allows access to do some upgrades and easement for their power source. T Mobile agrees to pay an additional $2,400 per year on their tower lease. 

Motion Stadin, second Franklin approving the site lease amendment with T Mobile and its execution by the Mayor and Administrator. Motion carried 5-0.   

Robinson Master Plan
Once Robinson Park is designated as a park of regional significance, the next step needed to be able to apply for Legacy Funds is to have a Master Plan updated in accordance with the Commission plan. The Master Plan completed in 1992 needs to be updated to reflect new requirements and include climbing and kayaking activities. Staff proposes a contract with Jody Rooney & Associates and Land Masters LLC to assist on amending the Master Plan for $9,425.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the proposed contract with Jody Rooney & Associates and Land Masters LLC for services outlined. Motion denied 1-4.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion Franklin, second Atterbury to hold off with an approval until the Park & Recreation Commission reviews the contract and request Rooney & Associates and Land Masters LLC to rework the Project Cost total.  Motion carried 5-0. 

Street Work
The second entrance off of Quarry Drive to the Victory station has a very large drop and hole around the gate valve and needs repair. The City budgets funds for these type of improvements. 

Motion Franklin, second Kester to award a contract with MPJ Enterprises for $2,375 to fix the hole on Quarry Drive. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Kester, second Stadin to accept Paid Claims. Motion carried 5-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
MNDOT and consultants will be visiting and viewing NLX sites- Oct 7th. Approval of the sheriff’s contract is on the October 21st County agenda.
