Motion Franklin, second Devlin to approve the agenda with the addition of 11C Lundorff Drive update & 12D approve quote and award job relating to the fire hall roof.  Motion carried 5-0.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Kester, second Palmer to accept the October 19, 2016 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: none

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve the special event permit for a veteran’s breakfast at the Fire hall for Nov. 11, 2016, Resolution 2016-38 – SCDP Resolution of Support, accept the quote from Hasser Garage Doors, Inc. for the purchase of a garage door and opener in the fire hall for $2,673.00, appoint Cassandra Linder to the Planning Commission and re-appoint Dave Barsness and Karry White to the Parks & Rec. Advisory Board.  Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
A/P Clerk – Claims
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to accept and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Consider Options for PID #R45.5316.000
The property located at 222 Main is currently in violation of Sandstone property maintenance codes and has received proper notice and several extensions.  The last extension expired today, November 2, 2016 and now a decision must be made as how to proceed with enforcement.  

Mr. Bonander spoke to the council members regarding the property and what is being done to make the repairs.  Chris Groe reported on what work has been done and the fact that he is waiting on materials to move forward on the first floor. The council asked how much time is needed to finish the work after the materials arrive.  Chris discussed his willingness to pick up the materials if they cannot be delivered.  One of the councilmembers noted that prosecution would be suggested if the work is not completed by the next meeting.


Motion Devlin, second Kester to table this discussion until the next meeting.  Motion carried 4-1 with Franklin dissenting.

Lift Station Generator
This discussion is for a lift station that is needed over at the Victory Station.  The quote that was previously approved only covers the generator but not the installation.  More inclusive quotes are forthcoming.

Lundorff Drive
There are parts of the road that are too soft to pave.  The entire project could be left for the spring or a thin layer could be applied to prevent any more water absorption and finish the paving in the spring. A meeting will be held next week to discuss options and Greg Lundquist with SEH will present the options at the next Council meeting.

NEW BUSINESS
Fire Department Participation in a 4x4 Donation Program
Jessica and Councilmember Devlin explained the program to the council wherein the fire department would receive a free loaner Yamaha 4x4 from Quality Home.  The cost of a trailer would be the city’s only initial expense and maintenance after that.  The vehicle will be routinely replaced every 6-9 months with a new model.  The Hinckley fire department is using the program and seems to be satisfied.  The Administrator is checking to see if there will be any extra insurance cost to the city.

Hire Assistant Animal Control Officer
Tesla Chester has applied for the assistant animal control officer position. 

Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve hiring Tesla Chester as assistant animal control officer.  Motion carried 5-0.

Administrator Review Process 
The Administrator would like to use a form entitled “360 Degree – Feedback Request for Leadership Behaviors” which would mean that not only the council members but also the staff leadership would have a chance to rate her performance.

CRI Proposal
The Fire hall needs several repairs, some of which need to be completed before the spring snow melt.  CRI and Beaver Roofing both submitted bids.  CRI’s bid was the lowest at $9,3775.00.

Motion Palmer, second Franklin to approve the proposal and enter into a contract with CRI.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to accept the reports of paid claims and investment.  Motion carried 5-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
