ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Kester, second Spartz to approve the agenda with the addition of 12A hiring an appraiser.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Pine County sheriff’s report for November included 162 calls in Sandstone.  The sheriff’s department is still getting quite a few thefts, but there have been arrests.  They are asking the public to call if they see something unusual. There was a question about the community watch meeting.  Aaron will find out and relay this information to the council.

Presentation of amended Robinson Park Master Plan – WSB – Candace Amberg
In 1991, Robinson Park was listed on the National Historical register and in 2014, it was granted status as a park of regional significance.  
Ms. Amberg gave a presentation on the updated and amended master plan that WSB has developed.  There were cost estimates and possible priority lists included in the report.  Candace answered questions from the Council.  Legacy grants were discussed.  
The Park and Rec Commission thanked the city for investing in WSB for the plan.

Resolution 2015-53 – adopt final 2016 levy
Motion Devlin, second Spartz to approve Resolution 2015-53 adopting the final 2015 levy for taxes payable in 2016 as amended.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appraisal Contract
There are ongoing discussions with the EDA in Chicago regarding what the city needs to do to sell property in the Business Park.  All property must be sold for fair market value.  The way to determine fair market value is to have an appraisal done.
The Administrator has spoken to Dave Berg with Appraisal Professionals Inc. and he meets the EDA qualifications and can start immediately.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve the hire Dave Burg with Appraisal Professionals Inc. to conduct an appraisal as long as his fee does not to exceed $15,000.  Motion carried 5-0.
