ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve the agenda.   Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Presentation of 2015 audit by Nordquist & Althoff.
A clean opinion was given in the audit and explained by Carl Nordquist of Nordquist & Althoff.  Mr. Nordquist also answered questions from the Council.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to accept 2015 audit.  Motion carried 4-0.

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve contract with Victory Station to collect camping fees for Robinson Park and sidewalk repair bid and contract for the corner of 5th and Commercial for water repairs.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Citizen Concern Regarding Truck Unloading
During the last meeting the Council discussed the difficulty caused by semi trailer trucks unloading in the middle of Main Street.  Administrator Seibert discussed this with the proprietor and they assured her that this is not a common occurrence.

NEW BUSINESS
Vacation Time for Administrator Seibert
Administrator Seibert is asking the Council to approve the allocation of two weeks of banked vacation time based on previous discussions and standard practice.  

Motion Palmer, second Franklin to approve the allocation of two weeks of vacation time for Administrator Seibert.  Motion carried 4-0.

Staff recommends pay rates of $10.50 for election judge and $11.00 for head judge.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to appoint the recommended judges and pay rates.  Motion carried 4-0.

Increase in Building Official Hours
The City currently contracts for building official services with Pine City.  The City has the opportunity to increase hours from 4 hrs./wk. to 8 hrs./wk.  The increase in hours would result in an increase of $9,412 and the current rental inspection budget may support this increase.  We have a contract through the end of the year, which can be broken with a 60-day notice.  There was discussion regarding inspections that have been done.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to increase the building official hours from 4 to 8 hours per week.  Motion carried 4-0.

Change in Temporary Parks Helper Hours
An increase in hours is being requested for the current Summer Parks Helper to account for additional composting duties.  In the past, there were two separate positions with the combined hours of 30-32 per week.  When the ad ran, it listed the hours at 24 per week.  Due to the amount of mowing, 24 hrs./wk. does not allow the Summer Parks Helper enough time to keep up with mowing and staff the compost area.

Motion Palmer, second Kester to approve the increase of hours from 24 to 30 hours per week.  Motion carried 4-0.

Due to the fact that no applications were received by the deadline for the Temporary Parks Helper position at Robinson Park, more staff time is needed to care for the park and due to the terrain, PHASE does not feel comfortable mowing at the park.  They are, however, willing to mow the ball fields, allowing current staff availability to care for Robinson Park.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve additional mowing hours for PHASE to mow the ball fields.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Kester, second Palmer to accept the reports of paid claims.  Motion carried 4-0.
