ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Minnesota Pollution Control Agency
The Minnesota Pollution Control Agency has notified the City that there are new water quality based effluent limit and monitoring requirements for Wastewater Treatment Facilities.  City Engineer Greg Anderson and MPCA Environmental Specialists Robin Novotny, Craig Weingart and Brian Fitzpatrick attended the council meeting and discussed this with the Council.  Currently, the City is on a monitor only phosphorus limit and has a general permit.  Greg Anderson explained various avenues to become compliant. The first step will be to respond to the MPCA letter and then to sit down with staff to look over the options for the City.  Greg pointed out that 66% of the wastewater comes from Sandstone FCI and the FCI should be included in the solution and funding process.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:  
Council Member Palmer received comments regarding smoking, bikes, dogs and alcohol use in the park during Quarry Days.  The smoke filled bingo area was unpleasant.  This topic will be put on a future agenda to discuss.  The council thanked all those who worked to the success of Quarry Days.  The council also discussed the sound system and electrical system challenges.  There are several road signs around the city that have been covered by tree branches that need to be trimmed back.

CONSENT AGENDA: 
The council requested the fire chief come to the next meeting in which purchases for the Fire Department are requested.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve the quote from General Repair Service to repair leak in Lift Pump at Wastewater Treatment Plant costing $5,323.27, quote from Drilling Electric, LLC for electrical wiring at the Library costing $1,130.00, applications for Temporary On-Sale Liquor Licenses for Art Exhibit Opening on September 22, 2017 and Concert on September 30, 2017 and Fire Department purchases.  Motion carried 4-0.  



OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
R.L. Larson Excavating, Inc., Lundorff Drive Extension Project Application for Payment No. 7 
A pay request in the amount of $74,122.85, which represents 97% of the work completed and material on hand, with 5% held for retainage has been received.  Greg Anderson explained the request and the extent of work completed as well as the condition of the Lundorff Drive pavement south of Airport Road.  

Motion Franklin, second Palmer, to approve and pay R.L. Larson Excavating, Inc., $74,122.85 which represents 97% of the work completed and material on hand, with 5% held for retainage.  Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Appoint New Firefighter
Chas Mann was interviewed on Monday, August 7th by Mayor Pete Spartz, Council Member Phil Kester, Assistant Fire Chief Ross Degerstrom, and Administrator George.  The candidate seemed to understand the requirements of the position.  His references were very good.  Mayor Spartz pointed out that the personnel committee interviewed the candidate before the request came to the City and that worked well.

Motion Kester, second Spartz, to approve hiring Chas Mann to the Sandstone Fire Department pending the outcome of the background check and physical examination.  Motion carried 4-0.

Mayor Spartz went over the Planning Commission Meeting regarding the Comprehensive Plan.  
Franklin reviewed the Parks & Rec Commission Meeting.

Motion Palmer, second Franklin to accept the paid claims, investments, August 9, 2017 Planning Commission Meeting and August 10, 2017 Park & Recreation Commission Meeting and accept and pay A/P Clerk Claims.  Motion carried 4-0.
