ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to accept the agenda with the consent agenda addition of approval of the closure of Ashley Street, Monday July 6 for the Kid’s event at Chris Food Store.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
The Mayor on behalf of the city and Council, thanked Representative Jason Rarick for being a driving force behind the bonding bill that will allow the city to move forward with the business park development.  
Representative Rarick reported on other legislative actions including some new funding in the transportation bill under which Sandstone will receive new funds for roads.   The broadband funding for rural areas was in the tax bill that was not passed.

Fire Department report was given by Nick Eberhardt who narrated a fairly busy month.  There is a house burn tentatively set for October 23.
The Administrator asked Representative Rarick about funding for fire department equipment including gear.  Sandstone, and many other small fire departments, could use assistance.

The Mayor asked about setting a date on commercial buildings.  This would be a short workshop regarding funding and incentives to help improve commercial properties.

Fire Department Rules & Regulations
The Administrator explained previous changes were to job descriptions in the department rules and regulations.  The new changes are for language which provides a better explanation regarding attendance, training and phone service required of firefighters.  This will provide clear direction to officers and members as to what activities will count towards attendance requirements and which will not.  It also clarifies circumstances when mileage and other expenses may be reimbursed.   Eberhardt reported that the fire fighters have reviewed and understand the changes.
