Motion Franklin, second Steffen to reopen the EDA meeting at 7:20pm.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 

Great Lakes Management – 4th Quarter report
Angie Blazek went over the 2015 End of Year Review for the senior site and townhomes.  Occupancy rates were slightly lower than budgeted for the townhomes and higher than budgeted in the senior sites.  

Motion Franklin, second Steffen to accept the Wild River End of year report.  Motion carried 6-0.

CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Wild River – Consider Capital Project Expenditure
EDA holds a Repair and Replacement Reserve Fund for the Wild River Apartments.  The fund currently holds $106,000.  
Great Lakes Management is proposing an improvement to the properties and requested $24,224.15, the cost estimated to replace the flooring in common area halls, stairwells, and common rooms of the Senior building.

Motion Franklin, second Steffen to approve the $24,224 to be used for improvement to the properties.  Motion carried 6-0.

Updates
Staff provided a short update on the status of the construction at the Business Park site and progress in completing the requirements of the federal EDA and MNDOT for funding.
KC Companies has requested tax increment and staff and consultants are completing the work to review and recommend.  First step will be a Public Hearing. 
The seniors will close the Senior Center in mid-March but continue trying to find a new owner or operator.

NEW BUSINESS: 
Resolution EDA 2016 – 03 – Members Cooperative Credit Union as Depository

Motion Steffen, second Kester to approve Members Cooperative Credit Union and Northview Bank as depositories for EDA funds.  Motion carried 6-0.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Offer from Tyson to Purchase Land
The EDA assembled land north of Gateway Clinic as a potential medical campus site.  Alana and Jeff Tyson live north of one of the parcels and are interested in purchasing some or all of the fifteen acres south of them.
The Planning Commission reviewed the sale and recommended deferral until after there is a new Comprehensive Plan.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to defer any discussion of a sale until after the Planning Commission has completed updating the Comprehensive Plan or two years whichever is sooner.  Motion carried 5-1 Spartz nay.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to direct staff to have road and utility easements added to the south and west boundaries of this parcel to make sure there are adequate easements for any future road or utility development.  Motion approved 6-0.

Proposal for Tree Harvesting & Management in Business Park
Much of the Business Park is wooded.  To offer a site, the EDA should consider having the saleable timber removed and the ground cleared and grubbed.

Motion Steffen, second Kester to get a proposal for a management plan for harvesting the timber at the Business Park.  Motion carried 6-0.
