Special Items of Business:  
Quarterly Report – Great Lakes Management

1st quarter ended ahead of budget primarily due to the occupancy being greater than anticipated.  Salaries are somewhat higher.  Professional fees a little higher than anticipated.  Utility expenses were higher.

There were no new leases for the 1st quarter but the 2nd will have several.  Of the 67 calls that were received, some were looking for subsidized housing and others were looking for sizes that were not available.  We no longer need incentives to drive new rentals.

Approve agreement for summer intern
The agreement is for Andrew Kast, a student from University of Superior.  Most of his time will be spent looking at the feasibility of a rail spur into the business park.

NPAHD land
Staff reviewed the proposed property division.  The NPAHD will have each 40 acre parcel surveyed to create three parcels in each and each with a separate legal description.  Clinic must have their own description because they are a “for profit” entity.   A color coded drawing identified which parcel would go to which party based on a purchase agreement to be amended and developed.
Staff also reviewed a letter from the City Engineer discussing benefit from the extended Lundorf Drive.  Because there is no direct access to the road or the utilities, the engineer state that is will be difficult to prove direct benefit to the Long/Betz property.

Consensus on intent
New Business  
NPAHD
NPAHD will be requesting a moratorium be put on development in the city while they are doing their feasibility study for a eighteen moth time period.  Staff pointed to a memo from the City attorney where the moratorium would be for long term care services only and would only be for one year.  The City ordinance needs to have findings of fact to develop the legal justification for an interim ordinance.  Questions regarding how the City could opt out were raised. The City attorney will draw up an ordinance for their attorney for review.
